Article X1 of Order No. 237 dated 16 December 1950 is hereby cancelled and substituted
by the following :

SARTICLE XI

. The distribution of coloured kerosene to consumers shall be made by warehouse opera-
ntors against production of a purchase coupon issued by ,,Consorzio Territoriale per la Tutela
ndella Pesca”. Each coupon shall give the name of the craft, the number of lamps, of mantles
,.,and the candle power as well as the average consumption per hour of operation. The said coupons
,shall consist of four parts, of which the first part shall be retained by the issuing Authority,
»the second part delivered to, and retained by, the special distribution warehouse, from which
,the fisherman purchases the kerosene, which shall attach the second part of the coupon
Lto its own stoek-book to evidence the delivery, the third part shall be kept by the purchasing
fisherman, and the fourth part shall be delivered by the special warehouse operator to the local
»Finance Guard Command for eventual control.*
