ITIZENSHIP FOR SIR WINS-

TON CHURCHILL. On the
opening day of this Congress I
introduced H.J. Res. 109, to author-
ize the President to issue a procla-
mation declaring Sir Winston
Churchill to be an honorary citizen
of the United States. As the son of
an American mother and an Eng-
lish father, Winston Churchill,
more than any other, truly epito-
mizes the union between the two
great English-speaking peoples. His
courage and devotion to the cause
of freedom and human dignity have
served to challenge and inspire our
Nation, as well as his own, to vie-
tory in war and to achievement in
peace. The entire world is indebted
to him for his leadership against
nazism, fascism, and communism.
He is one of those few whose names
themselves speak for their achieve-
ments.

The proposal to make Sir Winston
an honorary citizen was first sug-
gested by a longtiime friend of the
Churchill family, Miss Kay Halle of
Cleveland and Washington, radio
and television commentator, jour-
nalist, and one of our country’s out-
standing women. President Ken-
nedy, while still a Senator from
Massachusetts, was an early en-

| dorser of the idea. Only once be-
fore, in the case of Lafayette, has
Congress been moved fto such a
unique expression of public senti-
ment. However, strictly speaking,
Lafayette did not become an Ameri-
can citizen by Act of Congress. He
was first made a citizen of the
States of Maryland and Virginia,
before the Constitution was ratified
and the Federal Congress estab-
lished. At that time, the individual
States could establish their own
naturalization rules. Later, these
State acts were accepted as part of
the Federal law,

If there has ever been a case
since then for a foreigner to re-
ceive exceptional honor here, it
would seem to be now with Winston
Churchill. It can truly be said that
he is a “precedent” himself. My
joint resolution has been referred
to the House Judiciary Committee.
If you agree with me that this
would be an adequate way to pay

tribute to a very great person, I
believe it would be helpful for you
to make your thoughts known te
‘Honorable Emanuel Celler, the
Chairman of this Committee.
