Election Board headquarters are
open daily from 8:30 am. to 4:30
p.m. Mondays through Fridays. On
Saturdays the office closes at noon,

Persons who have been regis-
tered previously but have not vot-
ed at least once during the years
1950 and 1951 must register anew
to be gualified to vote in Novem-l
ber.

Others who must register are:
citizens who have never before re-
gistered, new residents of the
county: persons who have changed
their names by court order, or in
the case of women, by marriage.

You are qualified to register if
you will be 21 years of age or
over on or before Nov. 4, and if
you will have resided in the state
one year and in the county and
voting precinct 40 days by Nov. 4.

(Croats, Serbs, Czechs, ete.), from
non-Slavic invaders who accepted
the language of the majority (Bul-
garians, Russians), or from a

the pre Slavic period. Such names
are the names of the Rivers Sava,
Drava, Mura, Soc¢a, Krka, etc.
Some geographical names such as
Kranjska, Korosika, Karnske Alpe,
Kranj are probably derived from
the Cellic word “kar”, which meant
a rocky or mountainous region.
The names of the present cities. of
Ptuj, Celje, Humin, as well as the

| name of Logatec and some others

are derived from Roman names.
Since the Huns have destroyed
the Roman city Emona more than a
century before the arrival of the
Slavs, Ljubljana has received an
entirely original name which was
probably given the first to the riv-
er bearing at present the name
Ljubljanica. It is interesting that
similar names exist not only in
Slovenia (Ljubija, Ljubno, the ger-
manize:dd form Leoben in Austria,
but also in Poland (Lublin), and in
Russia (Lubljanka in Moscow).

The Siavs called the Latin-speak-
ing ponulation the “Vlahi,” From
that name is derived the present
word Lah for an Italian in the Slo-
venian language. Wlochy for Italy
in Polish, as well as the province
Wallachia in Rumania, where the
Slavs found Latin speaking popu-
lation 1oo. The name Vlahi has
been also applied sometimes to the
gypsies and to the former non-
Slavie tuhabitants North-East from
Ni§ in Serbia (Kuso-Vlahi). In
Slovenia the town Lasko and the
village Lahovée remind the rem-
nants of the Roman population at
the time of the settlement.

According to the linguistic re-
search of the Slovenian dialects the
Slovenians organized themselves in-
to seven centers. Those centers
were: Carinthia (remnants of the
Slovenians in Carinthia in present
Austria), Panonia (remnants of the
Sloveniens in Prekmurje), Lower
Cariolan (Dolejska), Upper Car-
niola (Gorenjska), Slovenian coast-
land, Siyria, and the mountainous
region between the valleys of the
Rivers Sava and Soc¢a (Rovte). The
seven centers have been divided
from each other by mountains or
forests and developed later into the
bases of the dialects of the Slove-
nian language.

The big man, of course, _has
turned out to be Larry Doby, the
Tribe’s fleet-footed Negro center-
fielder =~ who has the physical
equipment to  accomplish in the
American League What Jackie Ro-
binson has done in the National.

Right from the first moment his
contract was purchased in 1947,
baseball experts were predicting
that, in Doby, the Indians were
getting a player ' who might one
day become tne brightest star in
basebali’ toughest company.

Now, with the panther-like ath-
lete riding the crest of his hottest
streak, it begins to look like he is
finally coming into his own. In the
32 games since the All-Star holi-
day, Doby has slammed out 11 hom-
ers and driven in. a torrid total of
31 runs In the process, he’s passed
everyone in sight and climbed to
the league leadership in both de-
partments and, at the same time,
kept his club in the thick of one
of the wildest pennant scrambles
in history.

Equaily noteworthy -is the mus-
cular 27-year-oid's feat of driving
in at least one run in eight con-
secutive games, a streak that was
still alive as the Indians plunged
into their weex-end series in St,
Louis.
