In more than one American state the ma-
chinery of law today is being used to oppres
people whose main crime—and in most cases
their only crime—is poverty.

In Oklahoma, a statute 75 years old has been
resurrected to suppress protests by victims of
inadequate relief.

In Oregon, the criminal-syndicalism law con-
tinues to be used, as in California, to imprison
strike leaders and anyone else the community
considers “dangerous”. The two latest victims
are Kyle Pugh, who has been given five years
in prison, and Edward Denny, whose sentence
is two years.

The situation in Arkansas has now become
an open national scandal. Many thousands of
sharecroppers and tenant farmers have been
dispossessed by landlords seeking to take ad-
vantage of the cotton restriction scheme. Some
of these persons are put to work in the fields
at long hours for wages of 50 or 76 cenls &
day. Others, men, women and children, ar
simply turned out along the highway to starve
for all the landlords care, Mary Conner Myers
investigator for the AAA, whose report of
conditions in that area has thus far been suj
pressed by department of agriculture officialt
is known to have compared conditions with
those in Belgium during the great war. It is
not surprising that the vietims of this trest-
ment should have organized into a Souther®
Tenant Furmers' Union. The landlords, aided
by subservient local officials, have broken U0
all meetings of this union, have jailed its lead
ers and are seeking to terrorize its membert
into accepting starvation conditions.

When we reflect that all this is the result
of the Roosevelt administration’s great huma®
itarian policy of helping the American !am;:

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ACUTE SORE THROAT

Acute sore throat is very common
at this time of the year. It is caused
by various germs and occurs at any
age. It is most common in childhood
and early adult life, and rare in in-
fants,

The causes of acute wore throat
ure infected enlarged tonsils and
adenoids, exposure to cold and wet,
deficient general or local resistance,
and unfavorable conditions of indoor
life during cold seasons.

The onset is abrupt. The patient
experiences a  chill, or chilliness,
headache, pains in back and arms
und legs, sweating, variable degree of
prostration, fever of 102 to 103, and
may be as high as 106, pain in throat,
especially on swallowigg, There is
an unpleasant odor of breath, the
tongue is heavily coated, and there
may be a pink rash present on the
skin,

The patient should go to bed and
have absolute rest and uniform
warmth and kept there until temper-
ature is normal for at least three to
four days. During the fever stage
flulds only should be given such as
milk, diluted with soda water and lime
water, also thin oatmeal, farina gruel,
barley water, fresh Jemonade, fruit
Juices and weak ten. After the fever
stage is over, give light clear soupas
and broths flavored with fresh vege.
tables and herbs, soda crackers, zwie-
back, tomst, chicken, light puddings,
butter, eggs, white fish, lean meats
such as mutton or veal, stewed celery,
mashed potatoes, spinach, asparagus,
and the pulp of fresh fruits, The
patient should be also given hot lem-
onade with possibly the administra-
tion of Dover's powder, and a cathar-
te such as milk of magnesia or
eprom salts, Loeally the tonsils can
be painted with 10 percent solution
of silver nitrate. An lee bag should
he placed round the neck if the glands
are awollen. Frequent inhalation of
steam will give great relief,

When & cane goes on to pus forma-
tion this is known as Qunicy sore
throat and hot applieations of borie
ackd or hot linseed poultices should
be applied continuously for hours, If
pus occurs with no drainage, it is best
