Check Your Income Tax
Relurn

Mr. Melvin J. Burton, District
Director of Internal Revenue Serv-
ice stated today that the delay in
receiving refund checks experienc-
ed last year by 7,300 taxpayers in
the Cleveland District should be a
red light to all taxpayers to sign
their returns and to print or type
their, names and addresses clearly
and-torrectly on their-1958 Federal
Incomne Returns. . Refund checks
weré mailed ‘out earlier than usual
last year but many of these checks
were bounced back because incom-
plete or incorrect addresses pre-
vented delivery. !

Sometimes the tax payers put
jdown the wrong address on original
returns. Mr. Burton said each re-
fund check represents;a tax over-
payment. Uncle Sam wants it to
reach the taxpayer just as soon as
possible.

Mr. Burton said double-checking
the return for legibility and com-
pleteness is a task of but a minute
and can save the taxpayer weeks of
delay.

ERVICE TO VETERANS. The

Veterans Administration can well
be proud of the work accomplished
in 1958 by its Cleveland Regional
Office which serves more than 715,-
000 veterans who reside in 38 north-
ern Ohio counties. In spite of an ab-
ing the past year this office was
normal addition in case work dur-
eble to operate with greater econ-
omy than in the previous year with-
out sacrificing quality standards.

The Regional Office Staff was re-
duced by 4 per cent from an aver-
age of 552 in 1957 to 530 persons in
1958 while at the same time the
volume of work increased. Vocation-
&l training and education was ap-
proved for 21,502 veterans: 2900
G. I. loans were processed (having
& net dollar value in excess of $38
million); an average of 98,060 bene-
ficlary checks were issued each
month; and arrangements were
made for 157,260 -medical examina-
tions and treatments. In addition,
more than 160000 veterans visited
the Regional Office and its branches
to seek Information and discuss
problems. During the year over 44,-
000 active files were added to the
management records, making a to-
tal of 830474 files in the Regional
Office at the end of the year.
