Naslednja podoba prikazu-
je, kako Nefretetina mati odha-
ja z dvora in si med ‘potjo oblaéi
rokavice, ki si jih njeno sprem-
stvo ‘ogleduje in jih otipava.

Vsaj od takrat ¢loveski rod
torej pozna rokavice. Nosimo jih
kot zaS¢ito pred mrazom in u-
mazanijo in pa — kot pri¢a re-
lief iz Amarne — tudi v okras.

“It is always a delight to see the
shining ‘eyes of children réflecting:
the shining lights'and bright colors
of “the traditional Christmas {tree,
says Dr. S. R. Gerber, President of
the Greater Cleveland Safety Coun-
cil. “And it is always sad when we
learn of a happy holiday home
turned into a scene of tragedy by
a fire or an accident.”

An evergreen tree dries out ra-
pidly indoors, contains pitch and
resin, will igrite very easily and
the needles and wood burn furious-
ly.

Trees and decorations should be
flame proofed.

Base of the tree should be im-
mersed in water or water filled
sand,

Place the tree well away from
ignition sources such as a radiator.
a heating appliance, a fireplace, a
television set, a smoke stand or ash-
tray and any match or candle or
tlame.

Use only UL approved Christmas
tree lights and make sure all cords
and connections are in top condition
and free of the possibility of elec-
tric sparks or short circuits.

Provide a switch well away from
the tree for turnirg tree lights on
and cff — and never leave them
| burning when no one is around.

Have a fire extinguisher handy
and ‘make sure everyone knows how
to use it.

The litter of Christmas wrappings
arnd the scatter of gifts on floors
or stairs are fuel if fire starts and
can also cause nasty sometimes
tragic falls. Wrappings should be
removed quickly and floors and
| stairs kept clear of stumbling ha-
zards.

Never hang metallic materials
over wires or tree lights. Never
place eleetric lights or gadgets on
artificial metal trees. On metal
trees, use indirect lighting.

It is impossible to fire preof a
Christmas tree. A suggested flame
retardant procedure is to saturate
the tree in a solution made with 3
gallons of" water, 1% pourds of
borax — then allew to dry.

Make sure that Christmas 1964 in
your home will be a time of joy and
happiness — and not of tragedy.

There is much that is highly debatable in Senator Proxmire's
new book. “Can Small Business Survive?”. But one of the main
points he meakeg is simply incohtrovertible: “Since World War I,
expansion through rctained earnings has become more difficult,
especially for small business. Higher taxes immediately take away
a big chunk of ‘the ‘profits, while ever-soaring equipment costs
demand a higher level of capital expenditure for efficient produc-
tion. Without that efficiency, no businessman can compete for
leng ... At the very time when business capital requirements are
greatcst, therefore, retained .profits are minimal.”

The various palliatives offered as solutions to the problems
of small business — such as floods of government loans — can'’t
and don’t do anything about destructive taxation. Sound small
business — just like sound business of any size — has to be able
to stand on ils own feet, carn a decent profit, and finance ex-
pansicn in the nermal and traditional way. But the tax system,
imposed by the very government which is concerned with small
business, stands in the way.

If small business is to be helped and enccuraged, we need
tc go to the root of the trouble and not just try to deal with
gsome of the symptoms.

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OW OUR LAWS ARE MADE.
Many of the letters I receive
from constituents outline the writ-
er's view of legislation which is be-
ing considered by the Congress. This
is only natural since the main func-
tion of Congress is to legislate. Ar-
ticle I, Section 1, of the Constitution
provides that: “All legislative power
herein granted shall be vested in a
Congress of the United States,
which shall consist of a Senate and
a House of Representatives”.

There were over 19,000 measures
introduced during the 88th Congress.
Some 1026 (public and private bills)
were enacted into law, Obviously,
all 19,000 bills could not be consid-
ered and voted on during the two
year period. The process is one of
study and selection and has been
developed over a period of years.

Bills may be introduced by any
Member simply by putting an idea
for legislation into the proper form
and dropping it into the “hopper”
while the House is in session. Ideas
may originate in various forms such
as communications from executive
agencies, from interested organiza-
tions, or from citizens who exercise
the right to petition. After the bill
is introduced it is given a number
by the Clerk and referred to the
appropriate Committee by the
Speaker of the House. Consideration
by the Committee depends upon the
will of the Chairman to a great ex-
tent. If a bill is of sufficient import-
ance a date is set for public hear-
ings and witnesses from the execu-
tive department and the public are
heard and questioned about the ef-
fect of the legislation. The Commit-
tee then meets in executive session
to deterrmine whether to report the
bill out for consideration on the
Floor of the House. When the Com-

port is submitted and in most in-
stances the hearings are printed
and made available. The report ex-
plains the purpose and anticipated
effect of the proposal and may also
include differing views of the in-
dividual Committee Members.

The measure is then sent to the
Rules Committee and a rule is re-
quested which will prescribe the
length of time allowed for debate,
and any other limitations under
which it is to be considered, such
as whether amendments may be of-
fered on the Floor by any Member
or only by Members of the Commit-
tee which reported the bill.

The bill is then assigned a place
on the Calendar, and in due course
is called up for debate on the House
Floor. The House dissolves itself in-
to the Committee of the Whole
House for consideration of the bill,
After the allotted time for general
debate, amendments are submitted,
argued and voted upon. Then the
Committee of the Whole rises and
the Speaker resumes the Chair., A
roll call vote on sundry controver-
sial amendments may be taken be-
fore final passage.

Then the bill goes to the Senate
where it is put through somewhat
the same process. If the House and
Senate bills are in disagreement, a
Conference takes place and when
agreement is reached a “Confer-
ence Report” is filed which must
be voted on in both Houses. Then
the final bill goes to the White
House for the President’s signature.
Should he veto, it is returned to both
Houses where a two-thirds vote of
each is needed to override,

The process just described is a
long and complicated one but it rep-
resents one of the bulwarks of our

TKE ALL-AMERICAN CHRISTMAS TREE

B e AT

To most of us, the most familiar
Christmas symbol is the Christmas
tree. Whether artificial or
highly ornamented with fancy
baubles and lights, or simply de-
corated with candies and homemade
cookies, it matters not. The Christ-
mas tree, topped by a shining star,
carries to men, women, and child-
ren all over the world the univer-
sal message of Christmas.

This year in the United States
more than 40 million people will
be celebratirg Christmas with a
tree. Yet few will be aware that the
custom of trimming Christmas trees,
as we know today, is in America
little more than 100 years old.

Yes, it was not until the second
half of the 19th cetury, that Christ-
mas tree became part of our na-
tional heritage, and the reason this
is important today is that many
people — seeking to recapture the
basic values of Christmas — are go-
ing back to that period for ideas
so they can decorate their trees
“the old-fashiored way.”

How Christmas trees got to Amer-
ica is a story in itself.

Actually the idea of using ever-
greens and cones to celebrate festive
oceasions pre-dates Christianity, b\_it
it was not until the Middle Ages in
Germany that trees crudely decor-
ated with apples and cookies began
to appear in miracle plays staged at
Christmas time.

By the 16th century, German
families were decorating Christmas
trees in their homes, trimming them
now with not only apples and can-
dies, but also dolls, confections and
lighted candles.

No wonder that in America the
first Christmas trees were those put
up by homesick Hessian soldiers
who fighting here in the revolution,
wanted to celebrate the holiday as
they did in Germany.

Just when the {first American
Christmas trees appeared, no one
knows for sure. Many credit Char-
les Follen, a German professor who
taught at Harvard. In 1832, he trim-
med a tree for his small son, and
all Boston was impressed.

Windsor Castle Tree on. its cover.

The Christmas tree soon arrived,

: and President Franklin Pierce made
|it official when in 1856, he instal-
"led the first Christmas tree in the
White House.

By the 1890s, enthusiasm and
imagination generated around
“trimmirg the tree” had skyrocket-
ed. Two words best describe a typi-
cal Gay Nineties Christmas tree —
simplicity and charm. -

| As today, there was on top a
| gilded, sparkling star. And on the
branches were all sorts of decora-
tions: streamers, flags, popcorn and
cranberries strung together, chains
of gold and silver paper, ginger-
bread men, gilded nuts and eggs,
toy drums, wooden stars, candles
in holders, peppermint canes, strips
of gold paper, Santa Claus dolls,
angels, and cornucopias (‘“horns of
plenty”) filled to the brim with
candies.

Candy played a significant role
ir these 1890s Christmas decora-

| tions, particularly hard candies like
sourballs and peppermint canes
which were the typical “penny can-
dies” of the day. The canes of
course were placed right on the
tree, while the sourballs were either
hung in little bags, or used to
“stuff” the gift like wagons and
drums at the base of the tree, or

. most popular of all, to fill the tree’s

' many cornucopias.

There were also treasures be-
neath the 1890s tree. Mostly toys.
Some were electrical like magic

began to spread.!lanterns or Ana Kato (that mysteri-|ed history.

when moved hy static electricity.)
JUthers were parlor games like Par-
chesy, Authors, or Funch.

Then there were mechanical toys
like dancing bears and banjo play-
ers. And mechanical banks like The
Two Frogs, where you put your
coin ir. one Frog’s foot only to see
it ilipped instantly into the others
moutn.

For the boys, it was also roller
skates, toy soldiers, popguns, and
wind-up trains. For the girls
books like “Wizard of Oz” and dolls
of all kinds, from Jenny Lind paper
dolls to the newfangled dolls with
celluloid heads. And every little
girl wished for a Mary Poppirs doll
in the image of the world’s most
famous nanny.

Most popular after 1903 was the
Teddy Bear, named for Theodore
Roosevelt and inspired by an in-
cident where on a hunting trip he
refused to hsoot a bear cub. Every
yvear for decades, millions of these
were given at Christmas time to
children,

If you wart to celebrate your
Christmas in the 1890s tradition, it's
not as difficult as you might think.
For the top of the tree, you can
cut a star out of gold construction
paper. You can also cut chains from
the same paper to string along the
branches. Or if you prefer, make
your strings of popcorn and cran-
berries,

Ther. you sheculd have loads of
cookies, candies, and gilded nuts.
Star-shaped cookies, gingerbread
men, and Beech-Nut sours — hard
candies that capture the turn-of-
the-century flavor — any of these
would do just fine.

You can put the Beech-Nut sours
in little transparent bags and attach
them to the tree. You car. also use

stoskings with. And if you want a
real Gay Nineties touch, you can
just fill a dish with sours, and keep
it standing on a foyer table for your
Christmas guests.

‘A CORNUCOPIA (“horn of plen-
ty”) filled with candies. You too
can easily make this 1890s decora-
tion for your Christmas tree —
with some construction paper,
masking tape, and colored string.

Also, your Gay Nineties Christ-
mas wouldn't be complete without
at least a half dozen cornucopias
on your tree. To make these, simply
take colored corstruction paper,
preferably gold and silver, roll it
into a cone, and attach the ends to-
gether with masking tape. Then
you punch two holes in the top rim
through which you thread a piece
of red or green string. With the
string you attach your cornucopia
to the tree, and once you fill it to
the brim with Beech-Nut sours, you
have a delightful (and tasty) Christ.
mas decoration.

Then, if you want to go all the
way to make your Christmas tree
an old-fashioned one, you can try
to locate some 1890s toys to put
under it. Say, a hobby horse, ca-
rousel — or maybe a Teddy Bear.

The Orioles signed
him, and in 1959 and 1960, Chuck
led two minor leagues in hitting.

Hinton expresSed his satisfaction
with the trade, because for the first
time in his career, he is on a
“pennant contender.”

“This trade is great for me,”

age some, Our overall speed, de-
fense, and that pitching should give
us a chance.”

For every child who finds a perky
puppy under the Christmas tree —
end there will be more this year|
than ever before — dozens of othor;
youngsters will provide gifts for
¢ogs they already own.

Indeed, most dog owners, young
end old alike, wouldn't think of
letting Christmas pass without a
present for the pets they love and
are loved by in return. |

Sounds frivelous, but it needn't
be. \

You hear stories of pet owners
who go the luxury route at Christ-.
mas time, and purchase everything
from mirk collars ($40 each) to
bathrobes ($5) and pajamas ($2.98).

But these are the kind of pet
owners who during the year also|
buy color shampoos, nail polish, and
perfumes for their dogs, and then
buy them photographic sittings and
wardrobes to match those of their
masters. .

“Fortunately, most Americans
have a more sensible attitude to-
ward their pets, and particularly at
Christmas time try to give them!
something of real value,” says Tex|
Fawcett, dog expert at the Purina
Pet Care Center, St. Louis, Mo.

As Mr. Fawcett explains, if you
want to get your dog a real practical
gift, you should fhink first of some-
thing he might need. Like training
lessons. Or a new identity tag. Or
a_check-up at the veterinarian. Or
a new feeding dish. Or rew bed.

If it's a4 HeW Pollar your pet
needs, you should make sure it's
loose enough to get one finger com-
fortably between the collar and
dog's neck. Similarly, if it's a coat
or raincoat. for your small dog,
don’t be dazzled by the gaudy colors
—- to the point you forget a dog's
sweater should cover his chest, the
raincoat, his back,
| Your dog's favorite food is an-
other excellent gift idea. The com-
mercially prepared dry dog food is
cor.s,iderea best. But remember that
too many over-sweet dog candies
might throw off his feed.

Perhaps the most appreciated
gifts of all are toys, and what dog
-« particularly a puppy — wouldn't
like to receive a toy on December
26th.

“Pet shops have more Christmas
gifts for dogs than you can imag-
ine,” says Purina's Mr. Fawcett.
“But in picking them out, you have
to realize that some are more suit-
able than others.”

Generally, anything that can be
swallowed or torr. apart is bad.
This leaves out ping pong balls,
small rubber balls, also those toys
of spongy rubber so soft you can
pick off pieces with your finger-
nails. |

“The reason these pieces of ru_b-l
ber are bad is that they don't dis-|
solve in the dog’s stomach,” explains
Mr. Fawcett. “And synthetic rubber
is bad for a dog even if it isn't
swallowed.” '

Also bad are wooden toys since
they car. splinter and cut your dog’s
mouth and throat, advises the Pu-
rina authority. f

Small bones like chicken or fish
bores are equally prone to splinter.
But big bones — like knuckles —
are not only harmless, they will
satisfy beyond Christmas day.

Other toys to stay away from
are those with squeaking devices
inside( your dog can swallow them
in a minute) and those that have
been painted. If originally made for
children, these painted toys are non-
poisonous, but if made for dogs,
owners can never be sure.

The best toys for dogs are those
made of leather. These they can
chew on, and even. if they do swal-
low them after chewing, there will
be no bad after-effects.

“Also you're really doing your-
self a favor,” says Mr. Fawcett,
“since once your pet has a leather
toy to chew on, he wont be so prone
to chew the furniture.”

But one leather toy you should
always avoid is an old leather shoe.
It can't hurt your pet, but once he
plays with this, he won't see any
reason not to start in on one of
your new pairs of shoes.

It all sounds like a lot of do’s and
don'ts, but, as Mr, Fawcett explains,
you won't have any trouble if you
remember that “the best Christmas
gift for your dog is what's best for
him.” e i
