Eksistencializem se je' znova
in skrajno vplivno zacel uvel-
javljati pred in zlasti med in po
drugi svetovni,vojni. Saj po eni
plati ni ni¢ drugega kot posle-
dica stefajnenja vseh poprej-
§njih vrednot, verskih in ¢love-
koljubnih, in ko je v ta podi-
rajo¢i se tempelj vstopala Se
nevera v ¢loveka.
Eksistencializem pa od vsega
svojega pocetka, saj se je poja-
vil Ze pred ve¢ kot 100 leti pri
danskem filozofu Sorenu. Kier-
kegaardu in ruskemu pisatelju
Dostojevskemu, tece: po dveh
strujah: kr$¢anski in brezbozni.
Medtem, ko pri Kierkegaardu
zasledimo, da je ¢lovekov polo-
zaj — ki je v glavnem predmet
tega filozofskega prijema — za-
snoval in razjasnil na obstojan-
Ju Boga. Napadal pa je tako i-
menovane ‘“pongsno  teolosko
tradicijo”. ‘Ces, da tak$no poj-
movanje postavlja cloveka v
neznosen polozaj “vetne 'odvis-
nosti”, v kateri potem ne more
nikdar napraviti nobene svoje
lastne in svobodne odloéitve. To
mi je priflo na misel, ko sem
gledal pocetje Dona Sergeja in
poslugal njegove argumente v
odporu proti cerkveni tradiciji
in organizaciji.

WASHINGTCN, D.C.(MNS)
— President Johnson has met
with members of a newly-
organized anti-crime group to
ask their aid in the fight against
crime and delinquency.

Citing the need for combat-
fing delinquency, as one meth-
od of cutting crime, President
Johnson pointed out that "One
Eout of every six boys in our
fland will go to juvenile court
sbefore his 18th birthday” and
that “The rate of repeated
crime is highest among crimi-
nals who began as juvenile
delinquents.”

The new citizen organization,
the National Emergency Com-
mittee, was established by the
National Council on Crime and
Delinquency. It is headed by H.
Ladd Plumley, Chairman of the
Board and President of the
State Mutual Life Assurance
Company of America, and a
former President of the U. S,
Chamber of Commerce.

Plumley, a distinguished
leader in dozens of business
and betterment groups,
explained that the new Emer-
gency Committee plans to seek
citizen leadership, provide
guidance to individuals and

e

Civic and social organizations

. Caroline K. Simon of the New

who wish to fight crime, and
raise funds to expand the work
of the National Council on
Crime and Delinquency.

The National Emergency
Committee, said Mr. Plumley,
has devised a series of volun~
teer projects which permit the
private citizen or organization
to assist the police, courts, and
correctional programs. Labor,
business, service organizations,
and concerned citizens will be
asked to participate.

One of the most insidious and destructive influences on the
price level of thousands of luxuries and necessities on retailers’
shelves is something that few of us ever think about — shop-
lifting. Shoplifting is extremely costly to the retailing industry.
Chambers of commerce and retail associations sponsor clinics for
merchants on shoplifting, and there are films which are distri-
buted for use by service clubs and other groups.

Recently a spokesman for a large retailing concern (e
Penney Company, Inc.) offered the suggestion that it might be
a good idea to encourage newspapers to comment on the subject
so that parents can be made aware of the problem as it affects
 young people. His suggestion. is-eminently sound. Aside from the
long term influence on prices, shoplifting has other far-reaching
effects. It can change the life of a young person who might think
of it as more of a prank than an offense against law and society.
There are cases where a young adult, with an otherwise spotless
record loses an opportunity for employment for the simple reason
that his misdeed has found its way into the detailed histcry of
his life upon which he must eventually depend to open the doors
of opportunity. Any blot on this history is a handicap.

Shoplifting is but another example of the lack of respect for
persons and property that is so prevalent in the land today.
Shoplifting is not a prank. It is a symptom of character weakness
and a warning light to parents and authorities. A basic rule of
behavior that should be taught every child at home and at school
is to keep your hands off other people and other people’s pro-

American children, modern “des-
cendants” of the elves and goblins,
find their treasure in the goodies
they collect on Halloween night.
For a spirited Halloween, they're
adopting elf and goblin garb —
costumes that can be made in a
twinkling from Crayola crayons
and an old sheet. To delight your
own “little folk”, fold a sheet in
half and cut a hole in the center
of the fold big enough to fit over
the “goblin’s” head. Ask him to try
or. the costume and cut the bottom
short enough so that he can easily
move around. Cut the hemline in
big upside-down scallops so that
there are points all around the
bottom of the costume. e

Now let your “elf” have the fun
of decorating the costume himself
with his Crayola crayons. He can
cover it with a huge spider web,
or draw witch's symbols or crayon
it black with dozens of mystic eyes.
The spockier the hetter! :

To make a mask to go with the
costume, paste two layers of paper
jtogether for greater strength. Cut
two eyeholes and cut the outline
ir. the form of twp sweeping bat’s
wings. Crayon the whole mask an
evil black. This mask can be held
in the hand or elastic can be taped
to the back of it for wearing.

Costumes like these can make
magic for you and your children.
Who knows — even if you're not a
believer in the little folk, you may
change your mind this Halloween.

Do you believe in elves and gob-
lins, in spirits that do mischief or
good in the night? Through the
ages, believers have produced proof
of the existence of little people.

In the 17th century, the Reverend
Robert Kirk, a Presbyterian minis-
ter, wrote his observations of “The
Secret Commonwealth of' Elves,
Fauns and Fairies.” According to
Sir Walter Scott, also a true believ-
er, Reverend Kirk did not die in
1691 as his tombstone shows, but
swooned on a fairy hill and was
abducted. Sir Arthur Canon Doyle,
creator of the highly scientific de-
tective Sherlock Holmes, compiled
evideree that showed elves and
hobgobling inhabit the earth. And
in 1921 the “Strand” magazine pub-
lished photographs of winged fig-
ures no larger than butterflies.

In England and Scotland, it is
still believed that the hobgoblin
(goblin of the hob or hearth) lives
in the house and sweeps the floor,
scours the pots and tidies the kit-
chen. But if his supper is not left
for him on Halloween, he will scat-
ter the ashes all over and upset the
cooking.

Elves, who live out of doors and
only visit homes when they need
supplies, are noted for their Hallo-
ween pranks. In Scandiravia, com-
mon tradition has it that if the
elves haven’t been allowed to take
grain and milk, they'll exchange an
elf baby for a human one. The story
goes that a farm couple who re-
fused supplies to the tiny spirits
woke one dawn to a great ocutburst
of noise in the barn. They rushed
there to' discover their own baby
gone and a changeling in the cradle.
