W]JW, kanal 8, v Clevelandu Ze ponovno v okviru progra-
ma “Adventure Road” kazali Jugoslavijo. Posnetke barv-
nega filma je napravil Amerikanec, ki mu jugoslovapske
razmere niso posebno dobro znane.

Ako
se omejimo samo na mrtve vo-
jake, bi rekli, da vojna zahteva
tedensko 40-60 smrtnih Zrtev,
mesecno pa do 200. Zato znaSa-
jo meseéno izgube na ¢loveskih
zivljenjih v vietnamski vojni
nekako toliko kot imamo dva
dni smrtnih nesre¢ na nasih
cestah.

Pri tem so pa $tevilkarji na-
povedali, da bomo po 1. 1975
imeli letno  okoli 100,000 pro-
metnih nesre¢, torej Se enkrat
toliko kot danes. Bodo kmalu
prifli casi, ko bo vsak dvajseti
mrtvi Amerikanec konéal svoje
zivljenje — na cestah.

This has t6 do with the government-owned service stations
of communist Poland. There are only about 1,000 of them in
that nation of 30 million people. Communist papers have des-
cribed their operations as primitive and often chaotic. Motorists
usually find them either jammed or closed. So, as an experiment,
contracts have been let to private individuals to operate some
of the stations.

This seems to be another example of how communist nations
are moving, even though very slowly and reluctantly, in the
direction of the capitalist principle that the best way to get
results is to encourage private enterprise. Even in Russia, the
once-reviled profit motive is being tried out in certain areas of
production and distribution in an effort to stimulate the eco-
nomy. The commissars, faced with the failures of plan after plan,
are being forced to swallow some bitter pills.

As for Poland’s service stations, it will be a long time before
they will remotely compare to those that free enterprise has
created in our own country.

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EXAMINATION ON THE “WAE
ON POVERTY” Many of you have
questioned the many new and very
expensive programs authorized by
Congress last year and are asking
whether anything is being done
about them. Efforts of all sorts are
being made, most of them some-
what similar to the action taken by
our good neighbor, Congressman
William Ayres of Akron, ranking
Republican member on the House
Fducation ard Labor Committee.
He has introduced a resolution to
create a select committee of the
House, composed of nine members
appointed by the Speaker, to inves-
tigate all phases of the operation of
the Economic Opportunity Act.

As explained by Mr. Ayres, this
resolution is not intended to impede
the war on poverty, but to help it.
Some 15 years ago the G.I. bill of
rights, ore of the greatest and most
productive pieces of
ever enacted by the Congress, was
in deep trouble. Thousands of our
war veterans were being victimized
by fly-by-night schools and train-
ing facilities and by mismanaged
and incompetent trairing programs.
The administration of the Act by
the Veterans Administration also
appeared to many to be loose and
disorganized. Subsequently a reso-
lution was passed to set up a select
committee to look into this pro-
gram. During 1950 and 1951 this
committee irvestigated every as-
pect of the G.I. bill, including a
thorough examination of the orga-
nization of the Veterans Adminis-
tration, That select committee pro-
duced lasting benefits, which we
appreciate all the more as we move
toward consideration of a “cold war
G.I. bill”. The Ayres resolution
cails for the same approach to the
war on poverty that the House
successfully adopted to clean up
abuses ard mismanagement in the
G.I. bill.

From all reports, it would seem
the war on poverty is in deep trou-
ble. It is tangled up in an admini-
strative jungle of overlapping re-
sponsibilitics and duplication of
cffort. Nearly $2.5 billion have been

appropriated to fight this domestic
war with precious little tangible
evidence that many poor people
have beer. helped. The President
has stated that more money should
be appropriated. At this point it
would seem that a thorough inves-
tigation would do more to improve
the program than additional funds.
Any sensible person wants to know
what he is getting for his money
before he spends it.

The Congress has a clear respon-
gibility to assure that the faults
and abuses cof the war on poverty
are corrected. A thorough, objec-
tive and bi-partisan examination is
needed to carry out our responsi-
bility. We can get this only by
passage of Mr. Ayres’ resolution to
establish a bi-partisan select com-
mittee.

AIR LUGGAGE. Most people
who travel by air seldom take the

legislation time to read the fine print on the

check stubs for baggage which lim-
it the liability of the airlire in case
of loss or damage. A Government
rule due to go into effect February
6 sets a uniform limit of $250 on an
airline’s liability to you if your
baggage is lost or damaged. Limits
now vary among airlines from $100
to $500. If your luggage is worth
more than the new $250 limit, you
should declare it and get insurance
covering amourts in excess of that
at the airlines ticket counter.
VETERANS PENZIONS. Last
year when the badly needed in-
crease in cash social security bene-
fits was enacted many war veterans
were moved into a higher income
bracket. Since nor-service-connec-
ted pensions are based on income
limitations, some of our exservice-
men or their widows had their pen-
sions reduced or terminated entire-
ly. I have introduced a bill (H.R.
12203) to restore these veterans
persions which have been cut as
& result of the social security in-
crease. A pension reduction is a
real hardship on most of these peo-

ple and the situation should be cor-
rected. I hope the Committee on
Veterans Affairs will take action in
the very near future.

THE GHOST GOES WEST — In the American West, cities that
sprang up around the gold and silver mining areas became
“ghost towns” several years later when the boom petered out.
When the business moved away — so did the population. '

New York, N.Y. (ED)— Since the
beginning, men have gravitated to-
ward cities — lured by the excite-
ment, commerce and motion of
town life. Ard from these cities,
civilizations have radiated outward,
made their imprint on history, and
then mysteriously “died” away.
Why cities bloom and decay has
intrigued scientists, geologists, ar-
cheologists— and philosophers. The
answers aren't always romantic.

The cities of the past were plagu-
ed with many of the same problems
that beset the modern metropolis.
Overcrowding, traffic congestion,
slums and neighborhood blight,
high crime rates, decline of busi-
ness, inadequate water supply were
some of the obstacles our ancestors
also had to deal with.

The city of Babylon was known
all over the ancient world for its
intricate water canal system and

superior roads that allowed busi-l

ness to flow into the heart of town.
When this elegant, prosperous me-
tropolis was captured by the Per-
sians, the conguerors failed to
maintain its services. The water
supply wasn't kept up, garbage lit-
tered the streets, buildings fell into
disrepair and were not renovated.
As blight hit the heart of the busi-
ness district, the merchants packed
up and moved to other areas. They
left Babylon when the water —
and the profits — stopped flowing
in. Gradually the city became a
town, the town a village, the vil-
lage a heap of sand. The city
“sank”, and slept away until exca-
vations in the 19th century revealed
something of the bygone glories of
what had been one of the most
important cities of the ancient past.

In Peru, the Inca Indians had a
flourishing society and majestic

"stone

cities like Machu Picchu.

When Pizzaro and his Spanish ex-
pedition killed off their most im-
portart leader Atahualla, the peo-
ple were demoralized. They offered
almost no resistance as the Span-
iards looted their cities and tem-
ples. Leaderless, the people became
lawless. The crime rate shot up.
~Soon city dwellers began abandon-
ing their' homes, moving to the
rquiet mountain hamlets. Today

Machu Picchu is overgrown with
tropical foliage. And the mountain
‘winds whip at the silent stone
, ruins.

Urban life had its problems in
the past and it has them today as
well. Desperately trying to learn
from past mistakes, today's city
planners are trying to cope with
|the problems before our modern
‘cities suffer the fate of so many
other metropolises. In the 1965
year-end issue of Life Magazine
many of the problems of urban
life are aralyzed — provocative dis-
cussions on the “planned” commu-
nity versus the suburban ‘“sprawl,”
the lure of the city, life in the
slum, and the fine line between
public good and private gain in
city planning.

The problem of mass shelter and
evacuation is of major concern to
us today as we live in the ominous
shadow of thermonuclear war. In
the distant past, another city, Pom-
peii, lived in the shadow of a live
vocano. Vesuvius erupted in 63
A.D. causing some damage. Nero
gererously rebuilt the city but no
'one made any provision for a re-
ccurrence of the tragedy. No shel-
ters were built, no mass exit plan
was formulated. The city prospered,
cummerce and trade abounded —
\and never mind the rumbling warn-

ings through the years. On a morn-
irg in 79 A.D. Vesuvius again erup-
ted and the molten lava and fiery
ash rained down on the helpless
populace for three days. No one
knew what to do. Panic reigned as
people trampled each other to get
out. The safest place was outside
but people perversely went indoors
and were trapped. Had cool heads
prevailed, the entire population
could have been safely evacuated
ard Pompeii could have been re-
built. As it happened, however, the
city and practically all its inhabi-
tants were buried under the debris
and the glorious metropolis of Pom-
peii was obliterated for centuries.

The Life edition of “The City”
chronizles the cataclysmic changes
that have taken place in urban life
and tells how leading authorities
are trying to solve the rew prob-
lems. Towns that can’t solve them
die off very quickly. In the Ameri-

can West new cities became “ghost
towns” short years later because
they couldn’t keep business from
moving away. Virginia City in Ne-
vada is a case in point. Founded
when the Comstock Lode was dis-
covered ir 1859, it's population
swelled and it became a hive of
activity, When the fabulous wealth
of the Lode began to peter out, the
residents deserted the city. Today
the shells of houses, saloons and
hotels are silent monuments to a
city that didn't know how to keep
its pcople.

If our modern planners can learn
ore thing from the past, it is that
citics are not necessarily eternal.
Without forethought and commu-
nity action it’s possible to lose a
city and gain a ruin. We are living
through the exciting era of an Ur-
ban Revolution in the making —
with its progress, its problems, its
humarn. predicaments and its almost
unbelicvable future.

England's Magnifice

To millions of people all over
the world, Big Ben is the sym-
bol of London, if not of all En-
gland. Yet few know the fasci-
nating story behind this beloved
landmark.

Big Ben lives up to its name.
‘rom a desirable vantage point
- say the Westminster Bridge,
ir the deck of a cruise boat on
he Thames, or even approach-
ng London Airport on your
BOAC (British Overseas Air-
ways Corp.) Super VCI10 jet-
iner — you can see the weath-
wred grey stone tower rising
najestically over the city like
ome giant grandfather’s clock
rom a fairy tale. -

This is the home of the fa-
1ous bell also called Big Ben;
veighing in at 1314 tons, 72
‘eet high and 9 feet in diameter
{ its mouth. But it should real-
v be called Big Ben II — it was
ast in 1858 to replace an ear-
lier bell that cracked six years
before.

The present bell also cracked
shortly after it was hung, caus-
ing a shrill note, but after the
crack had been filed open and
smoothed the tone became a
quite pure E sharp note. Yet to
this day, the tone has a distinet
gruff quality to it, unlike any
other chime in the world.

Big Ben takes its name from
Sir Benjamin Hall, who had

[the clock and bell without ar-

nt (Iock'm

charge of the work on the first
bell. Hall, so the story goes, had
made a long speech in Parlia-
ment on the subject of naming

riving at any decision, As he
sank back into his seat exhaus-
ted, a waggish member, thro-
oughly bored with the proceed-
.ngs, shouted out: “Call it Big
Ben and have done with it.”
The House rocked with laugh-
ter and the name stuck.

The chimes of Big Ben have
since sustained and inspired the
British through two world
wars, boomed out the happy
news of victories, tolled sadly
for departed  sovereigns,  and
aroused pangs of homesickness
in explorers in Africa and Tom-
mies fighting Communist guer-
rillas in Malayan jungles.

But this deep regard is not
confined to Britain. The British
Broadcasting Corporation once
asked its overseas listeners —
to whom the voice of Big Ben
is carried in 50 daily transmis-
sions — to name their favorite
broadcaster. The winner: Big
Ben!

In fact, since BBC began to
broadcast the chimes in 1923,
according to travel experts at

The Information Council empha-
sizes that the most important con-
sideration in buyirg a water heater
is capacity. It pays to get the ad-
vice of a plumbing and heating
contractor, who will suggest a size
based on probable future require-
ments for hot water as well as im-
mediate demands.

The water heater should be ca-
pable
amount ‘of hot water at about 150
degrees. This is the temperature
conceded to be hot enough for all
houschold tasks including launder-
ing and automatic dishwashing.
