Long periods of 
sickness or accidents to the  
b readw inner  hro.u.|M  monetary  
assistance to the household that 
would otherwise have spelt 
chari ty  or privation. In times 
of death  not only financial help 
was received, but all the  moral 
and sym pathetic  assistance ob­
ta inable  from  the more fo r tu ­
na te  m em bers was g ran ted . The 
bereaved  fam ily  was completely 

relieved of the  duty requ ired  
fo r  a decent and f it t ing  in te r­
ment. The South Slavonic C a th ­
olic Union has  progressed and 
will continue to progress due to 
this assistance, for which words 
alone cannot express its true 
value. Hum anity  has beer 
g rea tly  benefited  by the  estab 
lishment of this g rea t  fra terna l  
organization, wherein all are 
considered as bro thers  and  sis­
ters  of one g re a t  family.

THE ORIGIN AND PROGRESS OF THE SOUTH 
SLAVONIC CATHOLIC UNION

Center, P a .— If we were to 

write down everything about 
how our lodge was organized it 
would take  pages and pages, 
but we will tell of the main 
events only, so th a t  we will not. 
take  up too much space. So 
here goes:

Before the  lodge was o rgan­
ized the  young members in our 
community were ta lk ing  of or­
ganizing an English-conducted 
lodge. W e went around to see 
ju st  how m any new members 
we could get, and  we got 11, 
which is more than  sufficient to 
s ta r t  a new organization. To be 
sure we were doing r igh t we 
asked F. J. Kress of P ittsbu rgh  
for advice. He suggested th a t  
we hold our f irst meeting on the 
25th of Jan u ary ,  1931, and  he 
said he would also be present 
if we were satisfied. W e were 
more than  glad  to have him 
come. So on a cold day in J a n ­
uary  a surprisingly large  num­
ber of young men and  women 
were g a th e red  a t  the Slovene 
Hall in Center. Anton Erzen, 
president of the  senior lodge, 
No. 33, in troduced  F. J. Kress 
to the  members. He then took 
the floor and gave a most in­
spiring speech, which gave the 
m em bers a lot of enthusiasm 
and desire to stick toge the r  and 
accomplish big things.

We no doubt would have 
gone th rough  with all our in­
tentions if it was not fo r  “ old 
man ha rd  t im es” tra iling  close 
on our heels. This caused a loss 
in our m embership. Almost one- 
th ird  of the  m em bers had  to 
drop the  lodge on account of 
unemployment. A t  the beg in ­
ning we had  quite  a few  new 
m em bers and  a lot of t ransfers  
from  the senior lodge. There 
are  several more young m em ­
bers th a t  should t ransfer ,  but 
we do not know th e  reason why 
they  hesitate. The lodge is two 
and a ha lf  years  old, and  th a t  
should prove th a t  we are  able 
to keep up the good work. 
W hen folks begin working we 
will ge t  all our members back 
and  we will be in the  same 
s tand ing  as we were in the  be­
ginning or maybe better.

Our f irs t  meeting was a huge 
success and  all credit  goes to 
F. J. Kress of P ittsburgh . He 
helped  our lodge get the  r igh t  
s ta r t  and  we are  try ing our best 
to keep it successful.

The officers elected for the  
f irs t  year  w e r e : F ra n k  Kalik, 
president, who served two 
years  and  showed his ability 
r igh t  from the  start. Joseph 
H a rv a t  was vice president. An­
toinette  Mozina was elected 
secre ta ry  and is still holding 
the  same office. M ary P e te r ­
nel was elected treasurer ,  who 
also served two years. She 
proved to be a very efficent 
t reasu rer .  H enry  H arva t,  re ­
cording secretary, served a few 
months, and Agnes Oberch re ­
placed him. The Board of Trus­
tees  consisted of John  H arvat, 
Tony Oberch and Christina 
H arvat.  These officers did the ir  
best also. Since then there  have 
been several changes.

As for the  dances and  pic­
nics, etc., we can gladly  say 
they  have all b e e n  very success­
ful, especially the  f irs t  one. It 
was one of the  largest dances

Four Slovenes have signified 
the ir  intentions to run  for the  
office of councilman of the  city 
of Cleveland. They a re :  W il­
liam V idm ar, a ttorney-at-law , 
J a c k  Novak, F ra n k  M ervar and 
F ra n k  Valentinčič.

In commemoration of the  35th anniversary  of the  South Sla­
vonic Catholic Union of America, I wish to delve with the 
younger element of the  S. S. C. U., into the hardsh ips  our fa the rs  

had toiled th rough  to uphold and to realize 
the ir  ambitions in m aking  the  S. S. C. U. one 
of the  best f ra te rna l  organizations among the 
Slav race.

D uring the early  p a r t  of July, 1898, a con­
vention of the  K. S. K. J. was held a t  Pueblo, 
Colorado, with several delegates from  Ely 
lodges participating. Some of the  decisions 
adop ted  a t this convention were not in accord 
with the desires of the  Ely delegation. Im m e­
diately upon their  return  to Ely, the  delegates, 
along with o ther enthusiastic  members, began 

intensive agitation tow ard  organizing a f ra te rna l  society which 
would serve the people of Minnesota only.

On Ju ly  18, 1898, a so-called o rgan izers’ meeting was held  at 
Ely to definitely determ ine w he ther  or not the  proposed society 
should be form ed. A f te r  ad jou rnm en t of the  meeting, it was 
announced th a t  a new fra te rna l  organization was born and  
which was to be known as the  South Slavonic Catholic Union.
It was fu r th e r  announced th a t  the  Union would pay sick benefits 
of $15.00 per month, and death  benefits of $800.00, and  if the 
wife of a m em ber should die the  Union would pay  a $200.00 
benefit w ithout any additional assessments. Admission fees 
w ere to be $1.00 per m em ber and  $5.00 for applicants  over 45 
years  of age. M onthly assessments were 50 cents per  m em ber 
regard less  of age. W ith an approx im ate  m em bership  of 400 
and the sole assets consisting of nothing more than  a strong 
determ ination and good will, a $7,000.00 death  benefit had  to 
be paid during  the f irs t  year, due to the  occurence of e ight 
deaths. Due to the  high m orta lity  ra te , a special assessment of 
$7.50 was levied upon every m em ber in o rder  to cover the  
deficit.

One m ight say, w ha t  has  this determ ination  and good will 
done fo r  the  Union during  the  past 35 years. The an sw er  is 
very sim ple: Assets aggrega ting  in the  neighborhood of one 
million and a half dollars with sojne 20,000 m em bers in both 
branches. It would take  countless pages of writing  to disclose 
the  hardsh ips  and  achievem ents a tta ined  the reby  during  the  
35 years  of the  Union’s existence. Let me tak e  you back ju s t  
a few  years  and see how rap id ly  the  South Slavonic Catholic 
Union advanced  to the  foreground to a position where, today, it 
is one of the  largest and best f ra te rn a l  organizations am ong the  
Slav race.

Undoubtedly  one of the  g rea tes t  steps tow ard  the  advance­
m ent of the  S. S. C. U. was m ade  a t  the  Lorain convention in 
1924, a t  which time an official o rgan for the  exclusive use of 
the  Union and its m em bership w as adopted . I t  was th rough  
this medium th a t  the Union enjoyed its g rea tes t  success in ga in­
ing new members.

During the  year  of 1925, by an enormous m ajority  under a 
refe rendum  vote, the  “ Tw enty Y ear P aym en t P la n ,” be tte r  
known as P lan B, was adopted. This plan, undoubtedly  was 
an adequate  solution for the younger generation. The th o u g h t  
of not being requ ired  to pay for th e  rest of one’s life was an 
inducem ent in itself in prevailing upon prospective members, 
as the  .Union had  something to offer m em bers in re tu rn  for their  
contributions.

N atura lly  the  new plan required  h igher  assessments, bu t how 
m any more advan tageous options does it offer over the  old 
p lan?  As an illustration, let me re fe r  you to an  experience the 
home office had  ju s t  recently. A certa in  young m em ber out 
W est was insured under  P lan  B for a little over five years. 
About a year  ago this m em ber discontinued paying her  assess­
m ents and  perm itted  herse lf  to  be e x p e l le d ; ra the r ,  th a t  is the 
impression she was under  all the time. The local lodge secre­
ta ry  also took it for g ran ted  th a t  she was expelled from  all 
r igh ts  and  benefits. The home office expelled the m em ber 
from all benefits  except dea th  benefit, as she had  enough re ­
serve to perm it her  being put on extended insurance for a 
lengthy period. A few  m onths ago this same m em ber died, and 
it is surprising to know how astonished the local lodge secretary  
and  the  deceased m em ber’s beneficiaries were upon being in­
form ed th a t  they  would be the recipients of the  full am ount of 
death  be'nefit. W ould this be possible if the  m em ber were 
insured in Plan A? The negative is the answer. In addition 
to the  extended insurance, Plan B offers a cash or loan value 
a f te r  a period of th ree  years. The th ird  option is a paid-up 
policy, the  am ount depending upon the duration.

The younger e lem ent had  a more or less limited knowledge 
of lodge activities up until the  au thoriza tion  by the  Supreme 
Board of organizing English-conducted lodges. The younger 
members grasped  the  opportunity  a t  once and alm ost over­
n ight several English-conducted lodges were organized . Lodge 
meetings were looked fo rw ard  to with an tic ipation  and  e n th u ­
siasm, because we could go there  and  express our opinions and  
pa rtake  in debates  in a language  th a t  w as fam ilia r  to us. It 
was no more th a n  ju s t  th a t  we be g ran te d  this privilege. Coulcl 
it ever be possible for the  younger genera tion  to ca rry  on the  
w ork of our fa th e rs  if we h a d  ju s t  a vague knowledge of the 
duties and  responsibilities? I t  is t rue  t h a t  the  English-speaking

1898 A SHORT HISTORY OF OUR UNION
MOUNTAINOUS OBSTACLES CONFRONTED S. S. C. U. 

MEMBERS DURING THE INITIAL YEAR
On Ju ly  18, 1898, a group of .necessary  steps w ere  m ade  and

m en from  Ely, Minn., g a th e red  
a t  T u rf  Hall (now known as 
V eran th  H all)  to  discuss a n  un­
se tt led  problem  aris ing from  
the  decision of the  K. S. K. J. 
c o n v e n t i o n  held  a t  Pueblo, 
Colo., ea rl ie r  in th e  month.

These men, m em bers  of two 
Ely, Minn., K. S. K. J . lodges, 
nam ely  SS. Cyril and  M ethodius 
and  Sacred  H e a r t  of Jesus, | 
com prising a combined to ta l of 
some 400 m em bers, ob jec ted  to 
th e  d isc repancy  m ade  by the  
convention aga in s t  m em bers  r e ­
siding in th e  sta te  of Minnesota.

A f te r  due deliberation, these 
m em bers  decided to w i th d raw  
from  th e i r  p a re n t  o rganization  
and  fo rm u la te  an  independen t  
one, the  Jugoslovanska  K ato li­
ška  Je dno ta ,  w hich t ra n s la ted  
into English is the  South Sla­
vonic Catholic Union.

FIRST CONVENTION
T h a t  m eeting, he ld  on Ju ly  

18, 1898, in rea lity  constitu ted  
th e  f irs t  convention of our 
Union, fo r  a t  th a t  assem bly the 
nam e selected  has  rem ained  
unchanged  th ro u g h  all of our 
U nion’s history. Suprem e of­
f icers  w ere  e lected  and  rules 
governing th e  m an ag em en t of 
the  f ra te rn a l  benefit  o rg an iz a ­
tion w ere  adopted .

The f irs t  Suprem e B oard con­
sisted of Jo z e f  Agnic, presi­
d e n t ;  George Kotze, vice presi­
dent ; John  Gouze, suprem e sec­
r e ta ry ;  S te fan  Banovec, assist­
a n t  se c re ta ry ;  M ath  Agnich, 
suprem e t re a s u re r ;  Jo h n  Ha- 
bian, p res iden t  B oard  of T rus­
tee s ;  Jo h n  Prešeren , f irs t  t ru s ­
tee, and  Joseph  M antel, second! 
trustee .

A t  the  f irs t  S. S. C. U. con­
vention it was decided to levy 
a uniform assessm ent of 50

com pleted  to w a rd  th a t  end. 
Our Union was inco rpora ted  
th a t  year.

FIFTH CONVENTION
Financia l s ta tus  of our  Union 

w as more or less unstab ilized  
until 1903, w hen delega tes  to 
the  f if th  re g u la r  convention, 
held a t  O m aha , N ebraska , 
ag reed  to embody in th e i r  By- 
Laws a section calling fo r  each 
m em ber to contribu te  50 cents 
annua lly  to w ard  the  reserve 
fund. This m ark ed  the  begin­
ning of our U nion’s reserve.

SIXTH CONVENTION
At the  sixth reg u la r  conven­

tion held  a t  Cleveland, in 1905, 
a most unusual motion was 
adop ted . Unusual to us today, 
who look upon i n s u r a n c e  
th rough  the  eyes of the  law  of 
probability , the  fixing of p re ­
mium ra te s  in p roportion  to 
age, etc. W ives of m em bers 
were  accep ted  as active m em ­
bers of the  Union w ithou t a 
medical examination.

cents a m onth  for each m em ­
be r ;  initiation fees  was set at 
$1.00, and  $5.00 fo r  cand ida tes  
over 45 years  of age. In re tu rn  
th e  m em bers  w ere  insured fo r  
$800 dea th  benefit  and  $15 a 
m onth  sick benefit. C andida tes  
fo r  m em bersh ip  w ere to be con­
sidered  only fo r  a period of 
th re e  m onths. The next con­
vention was to be held in July , 
1899.

The f irs t  y e a r  in the  life of 
our Union was an inauspicious 
one. E igh t m em bers  died, each 
of whom  was insured fo r  $800 
dea th  benefit. This m ean t  th a t  
$6,400 had  to be paid out of the  
U nion’s treasury . In addition, 
the  wives of th ree  m em bers 
also passed aw ay  the  f irs t  year, 
fo r  which the  Union paid  out 
an  add it ional  $600, which was 
in accord  with th e  By-Laws 
then  in force.

The beginning of any  kind of 
business m eans a lot of ha rd  
work, deprivation, and  even a 
heavy  d rain  on one’s pocket- 
book. This was especially  t ru e  
of the  f irs t  y e a r ’s existence of 
our Union. Since its t rea su ry  
w as p rac tica lly  void of funds  a t 
the  beginning, it was necessary 
to  impose special assessments 
to  m eet paym en t of d ea th  ben ­
efit w hen a m em ber passed 
aw ay. The d ra in  on the  young 
U nion’s t re a su ry  w as so heavy 
th a t  the  Suprem e Board a p ­
pea led  to the  m em bersh ip  to 
pay  a special assessment of 
$7.50 a m onth , to which the 
m em bers  responded  unstin t­
edly.

A t f irs t  m em bersh ip  to the  
South Slavonic Catholic Union 
was limited to the  s ta te  of Min­
nesota  only, bu t was 
changed  to include all states.

It w as soon m ade  ev ident to 
m em bers  t h a t  if the  South Sla­
vonic Catholic Union was to be 
recognized  by law, it must be 
inco rpora ted , and  so, in 1901,

ing these try ing  times our lodge 
now consists of 44 adu lts  and 
15 juvenile  m em bers ;  the  t re a s ­
ury  boasting of $75. Beginning 
with 14 ch a r te r  m em bers, our 
lodge increased in m em bership  
each m onth of the  f irs t  year. In 
S ep tem ber it increased to 17, 
O ctober to 32, Novem ber to 35 
and D ecem ber to 37. The f ig ­
ures speak  for themselves, and 
from  this f ac t  we see the  g re a t ­
est period of increase came in 
October. O ther  increases fo l­
lowed but few  in num ber. Miss 
Depression now becam e a con­
spicuous figure . Despite the  
p r e v a i l i n g  conditions which 
were responsible for the  loss of 
several good m em bers we have 
as before  m entioned 44 adu lt  
members. Our juvenile  d e p a r t ­
m ent had  its b irth  in Sep tem ber 
of 1929 with two m em bers. The 
following m onth it becam e 10, 
while the  p resen t list comprises 
15 juveniles. M any have been 
t ra n s fe r re d  to the  senior divi­
sion, bu t continued additions 
have enab led  the  juvenile  list 
to increase in num ber.

H aving been born with the 
depression, bea ting  it into sub­
mission, in fa c t  overcoming all 
obstacles she p resented , our 
lodge has been successful in 
c learing  her  w ay th ro u g h  th a t  
g rea t  mist of uncerta in ty . All 
the  cred it  of th is  advancem ent 
goes to the  adm in is tra t ive  com­
mittee who undertook  to carry  
this g re a t  and  burdensom e task  
to fruition. T herefore , it is with 
joy in our h ea r ts  t h a t  we unveil 
the ir  achievem ents to the  m em ­
bership  of the  South  Slavonic 
Catholic Union.

From  som ew here a voice 
keeps repeating , “ No happiness 
w ithout sorrow,” and how true  
it is only the Vesela Bodočnost 
can tell. Even before its f irs t  
b ir thday  dea th  ap p eared  in its 
ranks. Joseph  Dobravce, a 
c h a r te r  m em ber of the  o rg an ­
ization passed aw ay  to be sadly 
missed by all. He had  been a 
m em ber only 10 months before 
death  overtook him.

In April, 1931, ju s t  11 m onths 
following Bro. J o se p h ’s pass­
ing, dea th  r e a p p e a re d  to take  
one who had  been a m em ber of 
the  S. S. C. U. fo r  27 years. Bro. 
John  Primožič, our second loss, 
came to us as a t ran s fe r  from  
B raddock lodge, No. 31, SSCU.

Two deaths, in so short a 
time a f te r  organizing, caused a 
severe s tra in , bu t  we were yet 
to feel the  s ting very shortly. 
Ju s t  fou r  m o n th s  later, August 
of 1931, the  nam e of John  M a­
kovec was e r a s e d  from  the  roll 
call. Bro. J o h n  had  been a 
m em ber of this organization  for 
10 years.

The next a n d  la test to leave 
our ran k s  w as Sister Anna Pro- 
gar. She left  us in June  of 
1932, being th e  f irs t  sister to 
do so. Sister A nna  had been a 
m em ber of the  S. S. C. U. for 22 
years, having t ran s fe r red  to 
this lodge from  Im peria l, Pa., 
lodge, No. 29, SSCU.

Know ing a n d  loving these 
four  m em bers  as we did, it is as 
a silent tr ibu te  to the  memory 
of th e ir  pas t  association with us 
th a t  we publish the ir  names 
and  untimely passing in this 
history of the  progress and 
achievem ents a t ta in ed  by the 
Vesela B o d o č n o s t  in the  past 
fo u r  years. T h e ir  absence has 
been g rea tly  felt, and the  m em ­
ory of th e ir  presence lingers 
everlastingly  w ith  us.

History of George Wash­
ington Lodge, No. 180
On the eve of M arch 7, 1927, 

an  enhusiastic  group of our 
young Am erican-born Slovenes 
m et a t  the  Slovene National 
Home with the sole purpose of 
organizing the  second English- 
conducted  lodge of the  South 
Slavonic Catholic Union.

These A m e r i c a n  Slovenes 
were headed  by eight organiz­
ing m em bers of the  oldest 
Cleveland S. S. C. U. Slovene 
comm unity lodge, St. John  the 
Baptist, No. 37.

This organizing committee 
had  but one point in mind—  
th a t  the  young Am erican Slo­
venes will some day  be a t  the  
helm of the South Slavonic 
Catholic Union and  the  time 
had  come to p repare  these 
Am erican Slovenes for the  lead­
ership of our S. S. C. U. These 
organizers  knew  th a t  the  young 
people of today  could not be 
impressed with f ra terna lism  by 
a ttend ing  m eetings conducted 
in the  Slovene language. The 
best w ay to in terest Slovene 
youth in f ra te rn a l  w ork was by 
organizing  an English-conduct- 
ed lodge, they  reasoned. I t  was 
for th is  purpose th a t  27 new 
m em bers were in itia ted  into the 
second English-conducted lodge 
of the  Union, and added  to this 
•number the re  were 11 t ra n s ­
fe r red  members, m aking  a to ­
tal of 38 members.

Bro. F ra n k  K aca r  ac ted  as 
tem porary  chairm an, and  along 
with the  o ther  o rganiz ing  m em ­
bers he certa in ly  p u t  into the 
South Slavonic Catholic Union 
the most active English-con­
ducted  lodge of Cleveland.

It was on Mai'ch 7, 1927, 
these young Am erican-born 
Slovenes decided to have their  
lodge known as the  George 
W ashington Lodge.

This youth has  chosen the 
name of the  g rea tes t  leade r  of 
our country, a leade r  th a t  no 
man has yet equa led  in lead e r­
ship.

The year  1933 m arks the 
35th b ir thday  of our grea t 
South Slavonic Catholic Union 
and the  sixth b ir thday  of the  
George W ashington  Lodge, No. 
180. D uring this six-year pe­
riod the  George W ashington 
Lodge has  h ad  its ups and 
downs. I t  fough t all battles of 
f ra terna lism  with a spirit  to 
win, bu t late ly  t h a t  spirit  has 
been weakening, fo r  w h a t  rea ­
son we do not know. The lodge 
has been active in the  sports 
field and  social field, and  it is 
my earnest  desire to  see the 
George W a s h i n g t o n  Lodge 
more active th a n  ever in both 
fields and  th a t  the  mem bers 
again  renew  th a t  f ighting spirit 
to win.

In closing, I wish to say th a t  
the ch a r te r  and t ran sfe rred  
mem bers to No. 180 have 
chosen the  name of the  g rea t­
est leade r  of men of our coun­
try— George W ashington. W hy 
don’t  the  George W ashington 
m em bers live with the  spirit  of 
t h a t  g rea t  leader?  W hen  t rou ­
ble was in view he fought, he 
led his men to the  winning goal. 
He did not quit. He advanced. 
W hy can ’t we?

George W ashington  mem­
bers, it is never too late to start, 
bu t no be tte r  time is a t  hand  
th an  the  present. Let each one 
of us go out and  spread  the 
spirit  of S. S. C. U. f ra ternalism  
am ong our friends, and our 
friends am ong their  friends. 
Let us call this a friendship  
cam paign. You bring in your 
fr iend  and  th a t  fr iend  bring in 
his friend, etc. Let us s ta r t  now.

LOOKING TO THE PAST AND FUTURE FOR 
THIRTY-FIVE YEARS

As a younger m em ber  of the  South Slavonic Catholic Union 
and  of the Suprem e Board, I app rec ia te  the  opportun ity  of 
addressing my rem arks  to the  o ther younger m embers, b ro thers  
________________ and  sisters in our Union, and  of w riting  some­

th ing  about looking fo rw ard  35 years.
I am sure th a t  when our Union was founded  

35 years  ago, the  small g roup  of men who 
founded  it had  no conception of the  p ropo r­
tions to which it would g r o ^ .  H ad  anyone 
suggested  a t  th a t  time th a t  in 35 years  they  
would have over 20,000 m em bers in all parts  
of the  United States, and  over one million six 
hundred  thousand dollars  of cash assets, his 
equilibrium of mind would have been seriously 
questioned. • All members, especially the 

young, can point with p ride  to the  h igh s tand ing  of our Union 
and the lead it has a lw ays tak en  in progressive things. I t  m ay 
not be amiss to recall a few. I t  w as the  f irs t  Slovene o rgan iza ­
tion to choose an A thletic  B oard and  sponsor a th le tic  activities 
am ong its members. I t  also w as the  f irs t  and  only Slovene 
organization th a t  gained favorab le  na tional publicity before 
the Am erican public by officially en ter ing  and  sponsoring a 
bowling team  in the national Am erican Bowling Congress T our­
nam en t this year. The g rea tes t  ach ievem ent during  the  past 
year  was th a t  it was the  f irs t  large Slovene union to adop t  the  
American Experience P rem ium  Tables and  the g ran t ing  of the  
premium loan privilege and  of o ther  non-forfeiture  provisions 
to its m em bership certificates, the  adoption of which secures to 
the m em ber the  equity  in his insurance protection (built  up 
over m any years  of perhaps  struggling to keep in good s ta n d ­
ing), no tw ithstanding  the fac t  th a t  th rough  being financially  
em barrassed  he is for a time unable  to m ake  paym ent of his 
assessment and  dues. T ha t  our Union is tru ly  a p ioneer  and 
leader  in good things is proven by the  fac t  th a t  o ther  o rgan iza­
tions la te r  follow and  try  to do w h a t  we have done first.

But, a re  we, as officers or members, to s tand  by and let the 
fu ture  take  care of itself? Not by any means. W e must always 
give the  best th a t  is in us to our Society; we must a lw ays be 
ready  to m ake constructive criticism, not the  type  of criticism 
th a t  “ tears  down, r a th e r  than  builds up ,” and  we must “ talk  
up the Union,” th a t  is, explain its policies, both insurance and 
otherwise, and explain its advan tages  to everyone, thereby  
advising people of the  g rea t  work of the  Union, a t  the  same 
time obtain ing prospective m em bers fo r  the  S. S. C. U.

As the Union moves on closer to the  ha lf  cen tury  m ark  we 
have every reason to be hopeful and  confident. U ndoubtedly  
we shall have to face new problems and  difficulties brought 
about by unfavorable  economic conditions, social unres t  and 
so on. And though  they  m ay be great, the  problems, difficul­
ties, d iscouragem ents and  hardsh ips  which confronted the  
heroic founders and builders of our Union were even grea ter .  
G rea te r  in th a t  everything was new, untried  and  unproven ; 
g rea te r  in th a t  the  Union h a d  no history to point to. But the ir  
h igh hopes, fe rven t  fa i th  and  indom itable courage  b ea t  back 
all opposition and surm ounted  all obstacles. W e indulge the  
hope th a t  the  story  of the ir  zeal, faith , e ffort  and  sacrifice will 
inspire in all officers and m em bers a like courage and en thu ­
siasm which will move the Union fo rw ard  with an im petus th a t  
will brook no fa l te r ing  to heights h itherto  undream ed  of.

Therefore, with the strong foundations laid down by the fo re ­
sightedness of the  men a t  the  head  of the  Union during  all these 
years  and  proven beyond any question by the  outstanding f inan ­
cial soundness and stability of the  Union th rough  this period 
of adversity, I think to predict or forecast a t  least a doubling of 
m embership andf assets in the  next f if teen  or tw en ty  years  is 
not only possible but a practical certainty. P rovided we will 
all shout from  the  housetops about our organization and  “tell 
the w orld” to join us in w h a t  we m ay proudly  call the  “Best 
Union in A m erica,” which is p ledged  to the  s treng th  and  grow th 
of our country and the protection of our families and  homes. It 
is up to the  younger m em bers of the  organization  to put the ir  
shoulders to the  wheel for one of the  most w orthy  causes.

The Spirit of ’03 and ’33
Claridge, Pa .— It was on a 

wet and cold day  in F eb ru ary  
in the  year  1903 th a t  two young 
men in th e ir  early  twenties, 
nam ely F ra n k  German, who 
still resides in Claridge, and  Jo ­
seph Yaklic, now of Aliquippa, 
Pa., w ere  plowing the ir  w ay 
th rough  m ud a foot deep. T ha t  
was the  m aking  of St. M ichael’s 
Lodge, No. 40, of the  South S la­
vonic Catholic Union.
