This past
weel: the House of Representatives
anproved its 14th appropriation bill
of this session when it passed a $3.9
biilion Public Works Bill for fiscal
year 1961 by- a vote of 387 to 18.
The amount provided in this legis-
iction is $86.2 million less than the
raaucst submitted in the budget
but $41 million more than was ap-
propriated for fiscal 1960. You will
rceall that last year the Public
Works Bill was twice vetoed by
President Eisenhower because it
contained too many unbudgeted
projects which eventually would
have cost the taxpayers hundreds of
millions of dollars. The President’s
recond veto was overridden by the
Congress, the only one of his 163
vetoes to be unset in his more than
7 years in office.

The bill includes the sum of $200,-
000 for design and engineering
funds for the replacement of three
bridees that are a hindrance to nav-
icction at the Port of Canada.
Cnece these bridges (the Erie Rail-
road, Baltimore and Ohio, and Wil-
low Avenue Highway) have been re-
placad the harbor will be able to
operate much more efficiently and
will he able to take full advantage
of the improvements made by the
industries located on the banks of
the Cuyahoga River. The bill also
included $20000 for rehabilitation
of the east and weast breakwater of
Cleveland Harbor.

The most controversial item in
tlie bill was the Kinzua Dam of the
Allaehieny River Reservoir project in
Penngylvania and Western New
York. 645 inillion was included for
constrociion of a 180-foot dam on
the Allegheny for flood protection,
mos'ly for Pittsburgh.

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SEATO CONFERENCE CONVENES

On Monday, the Foreign Ministers
Council of the Southeast Asia
Treaty Organization convened in
Washington to review recent devel-
opments and coordinate defense
policies. Established in 1954 on the
initiative of the late Secretary Dul-
les, SEATO has increasingly as-
sumed importance as a Free World
center of military and cultural co-
operation in the Far East. Its eight
member nations — Great Britain,
France, Australia, New Zealand,
Thailand, Pakistan, the Philippines
and the United States—carry on
frequent joint military exercises, to-
gether with a growing number of
technical and cultural exchanges.
A SEATO Graduate School of En-
gineering has been set up in Bang-
kok to train hydraulic engineers in
the techniques of irrigation pro-
grams, and various new vocational
schools are springing up in Pakis-
tan, the Philippines and Thailand.
All of these activities have helped
| to make SEATO a center of solidar-
ity and understanding in the Paci-
fic.

Children's “growing pains” in
the legs and back may actually be
a complicated chain of pain reac-
tions caused by ill-fitting footwear
or shoes made of plastic materials,
according to a warning just voiced
by American doctors.

In a message to parents, the cur-
rent issue of “Today's Health,” of-
ficial magazine of the American
Medical Association, recommends
that \parents pay special attention
to the materials that go into their
children’s shoes — and their own,
as well. Noting reports of the re-
cent appearance of shoes made of
simulated leather, the AMA publi-
cation pointed out that because of
their impermeable structure plastic
shoes “trap perspiration in the-shoe
and feet tend to become red, ir-
ritated, chafed or swollen.”

Make certain your youngster’s
shoes fit. Buy shoes from a reputa-
ble dealer who is experienced in
fitting .young feet.

Is Letter Writing Becom-
ing a Lost Art?

Courtesy and friendliness in let-'
ters to customers and prospects is
in danger of becoming a lost art
according to Ray W. Johnson of the
Boston Store, Fort Dodge, Iowa. |

When addressing a National Re-
tail Dry Goods Association conven-
tion a few years ago, Mr. Johnson
called letter writing “one of the
most neglected skills in our stores

today,” He added that there is no
spark, life, or personality in most
letters,

“Most of us credit people have
spent a lot of time and money on
the modernizing of our offices, me-
chanical equipment, systems and
training of employees,” he said.
“But we ignore one of the most im-
portant duties of our work — that
of letter writing which deals di-
rectly with our customers.”

The letters we do not write and
the letters we write improperly are
the most expensive. Oftentimes
they cost us thousands of dollars.
John Stacy told in “Printer’s Ink”
about an advertiging agency presi-
dent who had received some adver-
tising award. Ambrose Brown, a
classmate who had not seen him

since their college days, wrote him
a warm note of congratulations.

: persona]l note in return.

However, the agency president
recalled that Ambrose Brown was
an ordinary guy at college who did
not seem to have a great future.
