21: 1-19 and Matthew 16:
1-20); on the *“‘St. Joseph
side’” of the church is the scene
of the ‘‘doubting Thomas’’
and his profession of belief in
Christ after touching Christ’s
side (John 20: 19-29); and the
last mural in this dome section
of the church is the meeting of
Christ with two disciples on
the way to Emaus and the
breaking of the ‘‘bread”
(Luke 24: 13-35).

The church sanctuary is now
more of an oval shape with the
restoration of the original
steps by the old main altar.
The original pulpit and taber-
nacle will again be used for
worship services. Toward the
right of the pulpit will grace
the statue of the patron saint
of the parish, St. Vitus.
Toward the left will grace the
Sacred Heart statue. The
evangelist statues
Crucifixion scene remain in
the same place with new
lighting being focused on them
as well as other parts of the
church.

The church floors, pews, and
kneelers have all been strip-

ped, cleaned, and stained to
show their original color and
beauty. The kneelers in par-
ticular have been totally
repaired with new “‘stoppers”’
at the bottom of each pew.

The communion rail has
also been completely rebuilt
without any misshape and is in
a location in front of the
church sanctuary; it is com-
pletely intact.

New electrical work has been
performed to enhance. the
lighting throughout the church
as well as having new lines for
outlets and light fixtures. The
light fixtures have also been
cleaned and repainted.

The baptistry also has a new
mural with the scene of Jesus
being baptized by John the
Baptist. The new marble floor-
ing compliments the baptismal
font now located by the west
side of the church.

Inside the former baptistry is

the new Marian Shrine
dedicated to ‘‘Marija
Pomagaj.”” Or Our Lady,

Help of Christians, Queen and
Patroness of the Slovenian
people. The mural scenes in-
side the shrine depict the
Church Persecuted and the

* Church Triumphant. Through

the intercession of Mary and
the Way of the Cross we find
salvation and the healing
power of prayer and God. The
back mural in the shrine
depicts the basilica in Brezje,
Slovenia and the faithful devo-
tion to Mary.

The columns in the church
have been ‘‘marbleized”’
showing the effect of these
support. structures to appear
and look like marble. Above
the columns are eight addi-
tional mural portraits with
current lay religious and lay

by the -
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people who either gave
guidance for the faithful and
unbelievers alike or who were
persecuted as the faithful in
the Catholic Church.

On the ““Marian’’ side of the
church are: Jean Donovan,
Sister Dorothy Kazel, Mother
Theresa, and St. John
Neumann (a leading advocate
for the current day parochial
school system in the USA). On

“the “‘St. Joseph”’ side of the
church are Lojze Grozde (a
19-year-old killed by the Com-
munist Partisans during the
1940s in Slovenia), and leading
bishops in current church
history of Slovenian descent
including Bishops Anton Mar-
tin Slom3ek and Frederic
Baraga.

Slovenian art motiffs grace
the arches and walls of the
church. The stripping and new
staining of all woodwork in
the church and especially
around the stain-glass win-
dows give new depth and
beauty to the religious art in-
side the church.

There are many more details

Ject undertaken by St. Vitus
parish that will be written or
spoken in the future. Suffice it
to say that without the
cooperation, large amount
of volunteer labor, and
guidance and direction by the
parish staff, such a project
could not have resulted. In this
manner God is glorified as in-
dicated in both Old and New
Testaments.

Take a few minutes when
you enter this house of God
and pray and reflect on all the
blessings received over the past
100 years for St. Vitus parish
and parishioners and our
respective communities in nor-
theast Ohio and elsewhere in
North America. :

Steve was discharged from ser-
vice at Fort Dix, N.J.
Younger brother Frank at-
tended the same schools as
Steve but entered the U.S. Air
Force at north Carolina. He
was a member of the Hur-
ricane Squadron where he did
weather observation and
reports during the Korean
War. After his Air Force
discharge Frank joined NASA
as an instrument technician
after graduating from Fenn
College. Sadly, his wife, Con-
nie, nee Turk, passed away in
1982.

Frank used to work for E.
66th Street Dairy at the far end
of E. 66th Place. In those days
milkmen used to deliver bot-
tles of milk and sometimes
cream to your door. (There
were no electric refrigerators
then). Milkmen made their
deliveries early in the morning.

Convinced that Frank wasn’t
even an amateur astronomer,
the nice people advised him to
practice his new hobby at
home, in the back yard. And

Frank, however, immediately
lost all interest in stargazing
and returned to his old faithful
job of delivering milk at 5
a.m. He used to laugh about
it, retelling it, afterwards.

Slovenian radio hams unite throughout world

The significance of Slovenian
amateur radio in Argentina
Qme to fruition with last
year’s war in Slovenia during
the month of June, 1991. Due
to the disrupted telecom-
Munications it became obvious
t_hat the only means of re-
€Stablishing quick com-
Munications was via amateur
radio stations.

The first such contact we
SStablished was by way of the
f'gentinian ambassador in
Belgrade, Dr. Frederic Bartt-
feld YU/LU9AER.

In that way we also accom-
panied our sailor, Jure Sterk
S52YS/mm, with the sailboat,
‘‘Slovenija,” up to the present
destination in Port Moresby,
New Guinea (Papua). Jo¥e
sailed from Slovenia on
8-23-91 and arrived at Port
Moresby on 10-23-92.

Up to now he has sailed
more than 15,000 nautical
miles. His present position is
9° 31’S and 147° 17’E. He was
cordially received there by our
compatriot, Ambassador
Milan Pavsic.

The following among us ac-
companied him all the way:
from Argentina LUGEXX,
Janez Amon and AZ6DAC;
from the USA WS1M, Polde
Bric; from Canada VE3TJA,
Maté Lenard, from Slovenia:
Ljubljana S59AA, Franc
Bogotaj, from Radomelj,
85288, Slavko Setina, and
S8§27ZG, registered attorney,
JoZe Snoj; from New Zealand
ZL1UN, Mujo Alizanovi¢ of
Auckland; and VK2ADT,
registered engineer, Rudi Brez-
nik, of Sydney, Australia.

Thus our Jure was never
alone and daily described to us
his adventures, problems, re-
quested weather forecasts, and
constantly gave his position.
Momentarily he is in Slovenia
for 6 months. The sailboat is
in New Guinea; compatriot
Pavei€ guards it. Jure returns
at the end of April, 1993 to

continue his voyage around
the world.

We had the impression that
he"was very tired, especially in
the Pacific, where he had some
rough problems, strong winds,
and malaria in addition to
other matters. Thank God for
once everything went without
difficulties. Good luck
henceforth — and courage!

Besides this in June of this
year we accompanied our
mountaineers from Nova
Gorica on Cerro Torre in
Patagonia; unfortunately
without success because of
huge avalanches. These men
were our two compatriots,
Peter Podgornik and Joze
Skerbec.

We transmitted all reports
daily by way of our station in
Nova Gorica (radio club)
S51TG), (Marko Tominc)
president of the radio club,
with excellent transmission
and fresh reports about the
results.

Similarly we arranged and
established nice connections
and negotiated for a satisfying

success of our mountain
climbers Silvo Mauri and
Drago Obid, as they suc-

cessfully reached the summit
of Aconcague. We regularly
informed Cerkno, from where
these two lads hailed, concern-
ing their advancements and in-
deed via Radomelj Station
S59WA, Danilo Brelih of
Cerkno and via Radomelj
S52ZG, JoZe Snoj. This was in
October of 1992,

We have organized ourselves
here provisionally in the Slove-
nian Radio Amateur Club of
Argentina, SRAKA (1) - ad-
dress: Castilla de Correo No.
1848 CP 1000 Buenos Aires -
Argentina; information on
telephone/facts. (54-)
325-2127 and 762-0660. Co-
ordinator for Argentina and
South America is LUGEXX,
Janez Amon; LUIDVG, Mar-
jan Loboda, and AZ6DAC,
Ivan Albreht, are co-workers.

With sincerest 1993 greetings
for successful dx contacts, we
are always QRP, QRV, and
QRU for Argentina and the
whole world in urgent and
friendly get-togethers.
