Payahle To More

Medicare benefits are payable at
65 even if a person continues -to
work full time and is not collecting
his social security benefits.

People nearing 65, whether or not
they plan to retire, should visit
their local social security office. It
is important to apply during the 3
months before you turn 65 to be
sure that your Medicare protection
will begin as soon as you reach 65.
Otherwise, you may lose coverage
of some of your medical bills.

Medicare is divided into two
parts.

The first part is hospital insur-
ance. This is paid from social se-
curity contributions made during
your working lifetime. Virtually
every employed person now reach-
ing 65 is eligible for and has paid
for 'hospital insurance protection,
And if a worker is eligible, so is
his wife at age 65. v

THIS PART of Medicare helps
pay for your.care in a hospital and
for certain l@%ﬁ_g{ﬂgf ‘care you may
need after you leave the hospital.

But that is only half of the Medi-
care story. The other half is the
supplementary medical - insurance
that helps pay doctors’ and sur-
geons' bills and a wide variety of
other medical expenses, You pay
half the cost of the medical insur-
ance through a premium of $4 a
month. The government pays the
other half, It is particularly impor-
tant that you apply for your medi-
cal insurance coverage before you
reach 65 since this is a voluntary
program with limited enrollment
periods.

Doctor bills are the main medical
experse covered by this insurance.
However, medical insyrance under
Medicare covers many other medi-
cal services and supplies. These
range from home health care visits
to ambulance service and the ren-
tal or purchase of durable medical
equipment.

Florian Macilnikar was born in
Cleveland, Ohio June 18, 1924 in
the St. Clair Ave. area. He attend-
ed St. Vitus Parish School, East
Technical School. He began his col-
lege training in Language and His-
tory at Kent State and the Univer-
sity of California, and did post gra-
duate work in London, Paris and
Ljubljana.

DURING WORLD WAR 11, at the
age of 18 he joined the American
Army Infantry Division. and had
specialized training at the Univer-
sity of Syracuse, NY., and Univer-
sity of Illinois, and served in the
European Infantry of Operdtions.

Upon the cessation of the Euro-

Florian became well educated,
cultural, and a principaled man,
widely read; the literature of the
world history were his teachers. He
learned from life and from his fel-
low workers. He knéw the hard-
ness of toil for wages, the stifling
and degrading effects of discrimi-
nation; he witnessed the havoes of
automation. He longed for and
worked for the solution of these
problemz. .

Florian was generous and helpful
to all, and felt that the strongest
sbond of human sympathy outside

ijun!tm ‘all working:people of all
natibnalities. He ‘never advocated
violence: or fear. in any form. He
believed ir. .education, intelligence
and enlightment, and made his ap-
peals to the conscience of his many
iriends.

ON SUNDAY, APRIL 21, 1968 he
lectured at the Slovenian National
Home on St. Clair Ave., Cleveland,

Ohio, under the auspices ol the
Slevenian Library on the subject of
costumes, habits, accomplishments
and achievements of Slovenian peo-
ple in France. He compiled a list
of Slovenian professionals in Grea-
ter Cleveland.

His passing will leave a void that
will be difficult to fill.

When President Nixon nomi-
nated Judge Warren E. Burger
as Chief Justice of the United
States, he called it “the most
important nomination a DPresi-
dent of the United States makes
during his term of office.” |
“The Chief Justice”, the Pre"
sident continued, “is the guar-
dian of the Constitution oi the
United States. Respect for law
in a nation is the most priceless
asset a free people can have, and
the Chief Justice and his asso-
ciates are the ultimate custo-
dians and guardians of that
priceless asset. Qur Chief Jus-
tices have probably had more
profound and lasting influence
on their times and on the direc-
tion of the Nation than most
Presidents have had.”

American history has gone far
to justify President
statement. The importance of
the Supreme Court in shaping
the delevopment of the nation
has hardly been less thar that
of Congress and the President.
A chief reason for this was that
the Supreme Court, under the
leadership of John Marshall who

‘|was Chief Justice from 1801 to

1835, early established its right
not only to interpret the Con-
stitution, but to declare laws
passed by Congress (as well as
by the states) “unconstitution-

|al”, that is, null and void as be-

ing contrary to the provisions
of the Constitution. While there
is no specific authorization in
the Constitution for this power
of judicial review, it was impli-
cit in the nature of the Consti-
tution as the supreme law of
the land, and it is today a vital
part of our American constitu-
tional system.

During its history, the Su-
preme Court has been influenc-
ed by the character and convic-
tions of the men appointed to it.
During the 34 formative years
that John Marshall was Chief
Justice, the Supreme Court
made decision after decision in
support of the doctrine that the

nation and not a mere confede-
racy of sovereigh states. As a
result, the supremacy of the
national government was firmly
established. At various times,
however, decisions have. upheld
the powers of the states. Just
where the line is drawn in any
particular case may depend on
the opinions of the nine men
who at that time constitute the
Court, and how they interpret
the Constitution. ¥ i
Many proyvisions of the Con-
stitution are : not ' specific, but
rather statements. of general
principle. In interpreting such
provisions as ‘“due process - of
law”, “equal protection of the
laws”, “abridging freedom of
speech, or of the press”, the de-
cisions of the Supreme Court
have to a remarkable degree re-

For instance, the Fourteenth
Amendment provides that “No
State shall make or enforce any
law which shall abridge the pri-
vileges or immunities of citizens
of the United States; nor shall
any State deprive any person of
life, liberty or property, with-
out due process of law; nor deny
to any person within its juris-
diction the equal protection of
the laws.” In 1896, the Supreme
Court ruled that racial segrega-
tion in transportation facilities
did not violate this equal pro-
tection clause and this decision
allowing for separate but equal
facilities became the cornerstone
of segregation in the South.
Then in 1954, in the case of
Brown versus Board of Educa-
tion, the Court unanimously
ruled that separate school faci-

dren are inherently unequal and
in violation of the “equal pro-
tection” clause. All other segre-
gated' facilities including trans-
portation have been dealt with
in a similar manner as they
came before the Court since
then.

Similarly in 1946, petitioners
in the case of Colgrove versus

'Green claimed that they were

deprived of equal protection of
the laws because Congressional
districting in Illinois was unfair.
The Court ruled that this was a
political question and that the
responsibility for change rested
with the legislature not the
courts. However, sixteen years
later in 1962 in Baker versus
Carr, the Court decided 1t did
have the power in this arca and
declared “‘the mere fact that the
suit seeks protection of a poli-
tical right does not mean it pre-
sents a political question ... The
right asserted is within the
reach of judicial protection un-
der the Fourteenth Amend-
ment.” This led to the Court’s
enunciation of the “one man one
vote” doctrine, which requires
that election districting be such
that one man’s vote is worth as
much as another’s.

Nearly all the cases decided
by the Supreme Court come to
it as a court of appeal, after hav-
ing been considered by a lower
court. It has original jurisdic-
tion only in cases in which a
State is a party or affecting Am-
bassadors or Consuls of a for-
eign country. The Court is ordi-
narily in session from the first
Monday in October thirough
June. For two weeks the Chief
Justice and the eight Associate
Justices, all of whom hold office
for life, or'as the Constitution
says ‘“during good behavior”,
meet daily to listen to argu-
ments. For the next two weeks
the Justices adjourn to consider
the cases and write their opin-
ions. This ¢tycle continues dur-
ing the “term” of the Court. Fre-
quently ‘the decisions of the
Court are unanimous, but cases
may be decided by a 5 to 4 vote.
A Justice representing the ma-
jority is selected to writa the
opinion of the Court; those who
disagree with the majority fre-
quently write a dissenting opin-
ion, ] :

The several cases cited in this
article illustrate the impcrtant
role the Supreme Cour. has

‘played in American history, its

leadership in forwarding im-
portant reforms and its respon-
siveness to majority opinion.
Other cases could be cited, how-
ever, in which it has obstructed
reform and when, as in declar-
ing child labor and incom~ tax
laws unconstitutional, it lagged
behind popular sentiment. Dur-
ing the sixteen years Earl War-
ren had been Chief Justice, the

Supreme Court had shown a “li-

to permit sweeping social and
political changes; the Constitu-
tion itself has become truly col-
or-blind; the administration of
criminal justice has been radi-
cially safeguarded. With Judge
Burger as Chief Justice and a
new concern in the country for
law and order, only time can
tell whether the Supreme Court
will maintain this liberal trend
or take a new direction.
