Pri takem poloZaju je Moskva to trditev opustlla in po
nekaj dneh zacela izjavljati, da ima pravico in dol;npst po-
seGi v vsako socialisticno drZavo, kjer “pride socializem v
nevarnost”, z oboroZeno silo, da ga zavaruje. To staliSCe je
sedaj zriano pod imenom “moskovska” ali “BrenZjeva Fiok-
trina”. Leonid BreZnjev sam jo je pretekli teden ponovil na
kongresu poljske Komunisti¢ne partije in jo ponovno po-
stavil kot osnovno vodilo za “socialisti¢no skupnost”. Ta
doktrina je vznemirila svobodni svet, posebno Evropo, pre-
cej bolj kot sama zasedba CeSkoslovaske.

The four-mile extension from
West Park Station to the Airport
is being accomplished primarily
with federal funds under the Mass

_Ohio.

{ “Studies of American smoking
“habits indicate that more than one
million American teenagers living
today will die before they are 65
due to the effects of cigarette smok-
ing, unless the present trend is
reversed,” said Ray W. Gifford, Jr.,
‘M.D., President of the Heart Asso-
ciation of Northeastern Ohio.

“The seriousness of the smoking
: habit is evident in a recently pub-
lished medical study which shows
that death rates from heart attacks,
regardless of sex, range from 50 to
200 percent higher among cigarette
smokers than among non-smokers,
depending on the amount smocked,”
Dr. Gifford noted.

In announcing the contest, Dr.
Gifford explained, “We want to
give the high school writers an op-
portunity to match their skill with
words against the multi-million dol-
lar advertising budget of the cigar-
ette manufacturers.”

The contest, to be conducted thru-
out the eight-courty area served by
the Heart Association of Northeas-
tern Ohio, is for the most effective
|article, editorial, or editorial car-
toon on' the relationship between
smoking and health which is pub-
lished in a high school newspaper.

First prize is a scholarship to
the - publications workshop spon-
sored by the Ohio University School
of Journalism during the summer
of 1969.

“Winners from the eight chap-
ters of the Ohio State Heart Asso-
ciation. will then compete for an
award to be given at the annual
meeting of the State group in Col-
umbus in May of' 1969,” Dr. Gif-
ford said.

“We think the teenagers can' be
an important force in decreasing
smoking not only in young adults
but also in'the more mature smok-
ers. Through their articles, they can
show the relationship between smok-
ing and premature death and dis-
ability. Perhaps they can point out
that the best way to stop smoking
is not to start at all,” Dr. Gifford
 noted.

Any freshman, sophomore or jun-
jor student enrolled in any one of
the 235 high schools and junior high
schools in the 'eight-county area
served by the Heart Association of
Northeastern Ohio is eligible to
compete for the chapter award. If
