Slovenia Revisited

been basically unchanged from
time immemorial,

Stability and change, tiie con-
trasting feature of any human-
ized landscape, are evident
everywhere in the Yugoslavia
of today. Stability expresses
also a resistance to change, the
inertia of humans to mould their
environment according to new
requirements into something
they have little experience with,
bordering on the unknown and
as such unattractive. The veneer
of modernization in many areas
of the country is quite thin.
Probably most surprising to me
was how little impact the post-
war transformation had upon
the country and the people of
the country..

HERE I am referring primar-
ily to the areas and people out-
side major cities, although the
assertion is to some extent valid
also for these. A large percen-
tage of Yugoslavs still till the
land, basically in the same way
as their forefathers have done:
horses and mules, oxen, and hu-
man hands on the scene. The
fragmented patches of farm-
land, with mixed and diversified
cultivation, with limited use of
chemical fertilizers, dominate
the rural scene. There are excep-
tions, however; the Metohija
Basin and the Kosovo plain and
to a lesser degree Strem and
Posavina, But the Bognian slopes

and the Slovenian agricultural
areas appear today as they have
for generations. Thé govern-
ment’s efforts to modernize
agriculture are very recen’ and
so far not very sueccessful. The
fear of “kulaks” and of antiso-
cial attitudes of peasants is
strongly ingrained in the rminds
of politicians and economists, so
that farming as a business is
still considered capitalistic and
as such antisocial. As lcng as
farm units remain as smeli as
they are now — limited te 25-35
acres — and as long as private
farmers are not allowed tc run
the farms businesslike, there is
very little chance to change the
pattern. The collectivized Zarm-
ing in the Vojvodina is placed
on previously privately owned
best agricultural fields, and is
simply keeping up with the
higher productivity of yester-
lyears and is not represeniative
for agricultural areas in general.

Stability of limited contacts
lWith the outside world is still a
predominant feature of those
'areas of Yugoslavia to which
'people refer as being “beyond
‘the asphalt”, To penetrate be-
yond the paved road means to
go beyond the normal reach of
western civilization. As long as
Ewa are aware that the vigorous
Imodern road building has been
‘under way for less than a de-
cade, we understand that many
areas of Yugoslavia whicli can
be reached by ear on paved
roads today were beyond “civili-
zation” just a few years ago.
The road, however, is affecting
mainly the stopping points, and
is having limited effect along
stretches of its course. It enables
the visitor to penetrate deeply
into the primitive. colorful.
pleasant Balkan Wworld, even
without leaving the car. The
people beyond the reach of the
road ‘have limited experiences
with the outside world, are still

san war, and still mourning the
men they lost.
A stranger doesn’t hear the

complaints; he can only see ‘the

faces which haven’t smiled for
a long time, he can see the old
widow running a mill on a creek
under the monastery, he can see
the house which needs repair
with nobody around to do it.
Abandoned fields, weeds over-
growing the fences, neglected
roads through the hamletg; you
can see them if you go far
enough. This primitivism is not
a result of preference and de-
sire, it is an element of helpless-
ness, where the events of the
past and roughness of the pre-
sent overwhelmed those who
remained.

STABILITY in material ele-
ments of the landscape: The
schools today are where they
were half a century ago, rebuilt
often after the destruction, sym-
bols of educational efforts, tho
often without properly qualified
teachers. Military barracks and
installations are. today where
they were 50 years ago, the main
change is different military uni-
forms, ugly and impractical, as
some discussions in the Yugo-
slav newspapers emphasized in
recent months. The scatier of
installations, often of no use un-
der modern conditions, and re-
tained unchanged. I also had the
impression that the instruction
follows the same pre-Yugoslav
pattern, but have been told that,

Stability in people’s behavior
and organization: The market in

tic products which give the illu-
sion of modernization.

Stability of people’s relations:
The family and community. the
village and the region, function
as an integrated multi-functional
unit, by only tenuous lines con-
nected with the outside world.
The linkages through which the
flow of innovation is slowly,
very slowly moving into the vil-
lage, into the mountains and on
to the islands, are almost imper-
ceptible.

' On top of this is the veneer of
modernity: places of Novi Beo-
grad, apartment towers in Pri-
stina (of all places), lines of
huge structures in Ljub‘.,'iana,!
impressive cubes of new hotels |
hit your eyes, as does the paved |
surface of major roads across the
Dinaric mountains, the new TV
tower on Avala, south of Beo-
grad, and the tunnels and via-
ducts on the new Adriastic mo-
torway — all impressive, all
functional, all modern and “wes-
tern”.

THE CHANCE is therefore
evident on the surface, the
change impresses the visitor.
especially if he is looking for it.
The modern Yugoslavia is here
to stay. When and how the two
layers of the country, the stable
and traditional and the modern
and unstable, will merge into
one functional whole, only time
will tell.

MEDICINES OF TOMORROW
ARE BEING DISCOVERED TODAY

John J. Powers, Jr., Chairman

—Elect of the PMA, called for
greater recognition of the har-
mony of interests among the

three worlds of research — in-|

dustry, government and univer-
sity. The pharmaceutical indus-
try, he added, will spend zbout
$575,000,000 on research and de-
velopment and employ more
than 20,000 scientists and sup-
porting staffs this year.

Papers presented at the sym-
posium told a story of medical
progress in representative areas
of drug research.

Dr. George Hitchings, research
vice president of Burroughs
Wellcome & Co., explained how
new drugs are altering basic
cell functions to facilitate organ
transplants. He detailed “the
purposeful exploration of en-
zymes and metabolic pathways”
as approaches to chemotherapy.
He also discussed basic research
to synthesize molecular modifi-
cations of “pieces” of RNA and
DNA — magic symbols at the
forefront of today’s cellular re-
search — which has led to drugs
to treat gout, malaria and other
diseases.

In another paper, Dr. Paul
Bell, a research biochemist at
Lederle Laboratories, said he is
confident that calcitonin can be
synthesized in significant a-
mounts for definitive studies of
its role in calcium metaholism.
The hormone, he noted, may be
of therapeutic importance in the
treatment of bone disorders.

In addition, Dr. Bell said that
such disorders, resulting from
changes in calcium metabolism,
are one of the most important
problems of the over-65 age
group. Some scientists ' believe
that calcitonin’s major role is in
the development and mairten-

Treatment of schistosomiasis,
which is second in world-wide
incidence only to' malaria “in
blood-borne diseases, was des-
cribed by Dr. Sydney Archer,
associate director of research ‘at
Sterling-Winthrop Researcn In-
stitute. He pointed out that
“one-shot” treatment with a
drug called hycanthone produc-
ed high cure rates with relative-
ly few side effects. Present
drugs must be administered
from three to 14 days. The dis-
ease, which is chronic, debilitat-
ing and sometimes fatal, affects
150 to 200 million people in' Af-
rica, the Middle East, the Philip-
pines and Latin:America. '

According to Dr. Maurice R.
Hilleman of the Merck Institute
for Therapeutic Research, cli-
nical studies with an experimen-
tal influenza vaccine ‘which
employs a’' peariut-based irimu-
nologic adjuvant (something ad-
ded to a drug to heighten its ae-
tion) have shown that vaccines
made with adjuvants may pro-
vide broader and longer lasting
immunity than conventionally
prepared water-based vaccines.
He'suggested ‘that use of adju-
vants might eventually eliminate
the need for continuously chang-
ing vaccine formulae to accom-
modate minor' changes in the

influenza virus that occur every
two or three years.

In another address, Dr. Gor-
;don W. Duncan, a research head
,at The Upjohn Company, re-
vealed that fertility research is
providing a ‘“second front” in
the war on world population
problems. He observed that,
thanks to certain chemicals ori-
ginally found through contra-
ceptive research, weight gain
and feed efficiency in cattle are
increased. Moreover, improved
breeding programs are made
possible in major meat-produc-
ing animals,

Finally, clinical research tech-
niques were detailed by Dr.
Sheldon G. Gilgore, vice presi-
dent and medical director of
Pfizer Pharmaceuticals. He dis-
cussed the key role the physi-
cian plays in the process of new
drug discovery and development
and he emphasized that innova-
tion and meticulous attention to
detail are vital factors in con-
temporary clinical research and
planning.

“Today,” Mr. Powers told the
symposium, “the prescription
jdrug industry is delivering the
goods in terms of better pro-
ducts for the health and well-
being of people everywhere”.
He called for a broader “infra-
structure of new knowledga and
of trained people in the health
research field” as a “platform
for a tremendous forward thrust
in new product discovery and
development beyond anything
heretotore imagined.”

Walch Keeps
Atomic Time

New York, N.Y. — Wristwatches
and other timekeeping units power-
ed by atomic energy and guaran-
teed accurate to within 60 seconds
a year may be a reality for future
generations,

Research scientists at Bulova
Watch Co, unveiled two experimen-
tal programs aimed at developing
new, advanced concepts in time-
keeping devices.

ONE is an atomic clock that re-
presents the first use of radioactive
emanations as the time-base. It pro-
vides a digilal display of time thru
illuminated numbers.

A millionth of a gram of & radio-
active elemenrt that emits harmless
Alpha particles operates the unit.
The system is described as having
a potential accuracy of plus-or-mi-
nus one minute a year,

The second product is an all-elec-
tronic (quartz crystal) clock that
displays time on a circular face via
flashing lights. It is accurate to
within one hundredth of a second
a day. It has no moving parts; is
self-powered with rechargeable bat-
teries.

Developing a watch-sized version
of either of these products is one
of the subjects now being research-
ed by the company that less than
a decade ago introduced Accutron,
the world's first electronic tuning
fork timepiece.

Safety Council Gives Tips For School Children’s Safety

“The safety of our school children
is a TOTAL community responsi-
bility,” Judge August Pryatel, pre-
sident of the Greater Cleveland
Safety Council, said.

“With the start of the schocl year,
it is time to warn motorists and
children of the necessity for observ-
ing warning signs.

“However,” Pryatel continued,
“even the most cautious motorists
and children can be involved in an
unfortunate accident due to lack of
sufficient and up-dated warning
devices.”

PRYATEL urged all residents in
those areas where school warning
signals are inadequate to urge their
school boards and village councils
to enact legislation for the installa-
tion of flasher systems,

“This takes time and money,”
Pryatel said, “as councils meet only
sporadically in the summer and
must first authorize the advertising
for bids, award the contract, and—
finally — install the flasher lhizhts.

“But statistics show that school
zones equipped with flasher lights
are safer than those in which there
are only school warning signs.
Therefore, action should be taken
NOW to avoid tragedy later.

“Nor should we overlook the
fact,” Pryatel continued, “that indi-
vidual concern apd caution — both
on the part of the motorists and
‘pedeswrian — is of utmost impor-
tance.”

Pryatel suggested the following

tips for school children safety:

e

FOR MOTORISTS;

1. Keep a sharp lookout for school
zones and slow down.

2. Drive only 20 miles per hour
or less in such areas.

3. Be especially careful in the
morning when children are on route
to school, at the lunch hour and at
dismissal times, Children can show
up out of nowhere at these inter-
vals.

FOR THE CHILDREN:

1. Cross only at cross walks and
follow the signals of the guard if
present.

2. Don't run out from behind
parked cars.

3. Walk quickly across the street
— don't dawdle or run. A running
child can easily fall in the path of
an oncoming car,
