Ije stevilo $e vedno narascalo,
je sedaj kljub prevagi na poli-
‘titno stran. namah naslo milost
v o¢eh vlade, ki je bila v hudih
skripcih. Vseé ji je bilo, da je
Slovensko drustvo ljudstvo o
vseh refeh poucevalo, ga sva-
rilo pred tujimi odposlanci in
ga pozivalo, da se trdno opri-
me ustavnega prestola. Celo
graski listi so priznali, da je
Slovensko druitvo s svojimi ok-
lici na prebivalstvo prav mno-
go pripomoglo, da se je na
Kranjskem vse tako lepo in
mirno izslo.

Vlada, ki se je po oktobrskih
dogodkih bala zlasti zvez z
Nem¢ijo, je bila zelo zadovolj-
na s porocilom, da Slovensko
drustvo ni v nobeni zvezi 2z
drustvi v Nem¢iji. Policija je
dejala, da Slovenci nimajo sim-
patij do Nemd¢ije; branili so se,

“Slovenijani” so poucevali ljud-

s tem obudili avstrijsko cuv-
stvovanje, ¢eprav so na drugi
strani povzro¢ili, da se je sredi
maja (torej mesec dni po usta-

stanovilo v Gradcu posebno
“Nemsko drustve” kot protiu-
tez slovenskemu.

K narodnemu delu so vabili
— kakor smo to videli Ze na
ljubljanskem redutnem shodu
— tudi zenski svet, ker matere
“ste prve gojiteljice ¢loveku, iz
vasih ust slidi dete prve mile
glasove tistega jezika, ki mu bo
vse zive dni mil in drag.” Po
prizadevanju Matije Majarja in
Andreja Einspielerja se je po
dunajski, Slovanom neprijazni
jesenski revoluciji tudi v Ce-
loveu v drugi polovici meseca
oktobra osnovalo Slovensko
drustvo.

A short timne ago, for instance, a great deal of approval was
given to an American Weekly article by former Commissioner
of Internal Revenue Coleman Andrews, in which he urged that
the income tax be repealed and abandoned, and that an entirely
new and more cquitable system of taxation be devised to take
its place.

Other authorities don’t believe reform should go this far.
But they do agree that major changes are necessary. Represen-
tative Daniel Reed, of the all-important House Ways and
Means Committee, states that the top bracket income tax rate,
now 91 per cent, should be greatly reduced, that all bracket
rates shculd be graduated downward to conform to the new
top rate, and that the law should be simplified by the elimina-
tion of as many special exemptions as possible.

These Americans, and civilian

Ten years ago, at the time of the
Communist trial in Belgrade that
condemned the general to death, a
second trial “in absentia” was sta-
ged in New York. I atiended its
sessions. One afler another Amer-
ican intimately acquainted with
the Yugoslav tragedy testified to
the- falsity of Tilo’s charges against
his political enemy. A few of these
I recall, were close to tears as they
recounted what they considered a
humanly unfair and politically stu-
pid turn of wartime policy.

Whatever the reasoning or the
pressures at the time, it would
seem “that- a decade -of -silence on
the subject is enough. The time
is* ripe for a full disclosure of all
however unedifying they may be.
