Auditor’s Report

'GEORGE VOINOVICH

I have received numeroug in-
quiries regarding the Auditor’s
role in the investigation of Sol-

diers and Sailors Relief.

First, the total amount of
money involved in fraudulent
relief orders issued by SRC is
way beyond our initial estimate.
Conservatively, for the period
1968 to 1971, over $100,000 is
involved.

The number of years that
fraud has existed, the number
of orders and number of parties
involved is so - extensive that
my staff, in conjunction with
the County Prosecutor and
County Welfare Department,
have spent 15 weeks and are
still working so that all involv-
ed are turned over to the Grand
Jury for indictment.

I yearned during my investi-
gation that procedures at Sol-
diers Relief Commission have
resulted in the following:

1) House payments were
made to recipients who claimed
they never rrceived the orders.

2) iIClothing orders were made
to persons who state they never
patronized the firm ‘that turned
in the orders for payment.

3) Food orders were also made
out to recipients who swear
they never were in the grocery
store that turned in the orders
for payment.

I want to. assure the public

that my office will not rest until

all persbns involved are brought
before the bar of justice. Those
