PREGLED NAJVAŽNEJŠIH DOGODKOV

Načelnik Zvezne rezervne banke v skrbeh 
zaradi primanjkljajev v zveznem proračunu

WASHINGTON, D.C. - Včeraj je pri­
čal pred senatnim odborom za bančništvo 
načelnik Zvezne rezervne banke Paul 
Volcker. Pred nedolgim je predsednik 
Ronald Reagan imenoval Volckerja za pono­
vno 4-letno mandatno dobo, imenovanje pa 
•nora biti potrjeno v zveznem senatu. Dvoma 
ni, da bo Volcker potrjen z ogromno večino.

Senatorji so se zanimali za Volckerjevo 
ntnenje o gospodarski politiki Reaganove 
administracije. Volcker je dejal, da je naj­
bolj zaskrbljen zaradi ogromnih in vedno 
višjih primanjkljajev v zveznem proračunu, 
ki že presegajo oziroma bodo v prihodnjih 
letih presegli 200 milijard dolarjev na leto. 
Nadaljevanje takih primanjkljajev bo imelo 
izredno neugodne posledice za ameriško, 
prav tako pa svetovno gospodarstvo, je pou­
daril Volcker, ki uživa velik ugled med go­
spodarstveniki in finančniki ter mnogimi 
kongresniki. Prva naloga vlade in kongresa 
bi morala biti zmanjševanje teh primanjklja­
ja. je pripomnil Volcker.

Senatorji so želeli izvedeti od Volckerja 
tudi njegovo mnenje glede obrestne mere. 
Oživitev ameriškega gospodarstva, ki se je 
začela pred meseci predvsem zaradi nižje 
obrestne mere, bo namreč ogrožena, ako bo 
°brestna mera postala višja. Volcker je re­
kel, da do višje obrestne mere ni treba priti, 
ako bo vladna gospodarska politika pamet- 
na in ne bo prišlo do višje inflacije. Inflacij­
ska stopnja v ZDA je na najnižji ravni v zad- 
njem desetletju, dejstvo pa je tudi, da je 
okrog 10 odstotkov za delo sposobnih Ame- 
rikancev nezaposlenih.

Privatni in vladni gospodarstveniki so- 
Rlašajo, da gre ameriška ekonomija na bolje, 
kar je opaziti v veliko večji prodaji avtomo­
bilov, gospodinjskih strojev, hiš in sploh 
bjaga za široko potrošnjo. Ekonomisti pa 
•tiso enotni glede tega, kako dolgo bodo te 
u8odne razmere trajale. Veliko bo odvisno. 
Pravijo, od politike Reaganove vlade in 
zveznega kongresa. Zelo so pa veseli, da bo 
P° vsem sodeč ostal Paul Volcker na čelu

Sen. John Glenn očitno prehiteva bivšega
podpredsednika Walterja Mondalea
WASHINGTON, D.C. - Predsedniška 

kampanja za 1. 1984 je že v polnem teku, 
vsaj med tekmeci v demokratski stranki, ki 
želijo biti imenovani za predsedniška kandi­
data na strankini konvenciji. Do nedavnega 
je imel prednost nekdanji podpredsednik 
ZDA pod Jimmyjem Carterjem Walter 
Mondale, 55-letni liberalec in zvezni senator 
iz Minnesote. Kot kaže, pa Mondalea v zad­
njih tednih prehiteva sen. John Glenn iz 
Ohia, ki ima precej podpore med sredince in 
tudi konservativce v demokratski in tudi re­
publikanski stranki.

Zadnja povpraševanja javnega mnenja 
v ZDA kažejo še, da bi bil sen. Glenn uspel 
celo proti predsedniku Reaganu, ako bi bile 
volitve danes. Težava za Glenna v demokrat­
ski stranki je v tem, da mu nasprotujejo ozi­
roma mu niso naklonjeni liberalci, le-ti pa 
imajo precej vpliva v strankinem vodstvu.

Mnenje analitikov je, da Glenn in Mon­
dale sedaj zdaleč prednjačita pred drugimi 
demokratskimi kandidati. Tretji po prilju­
bljenosti in sicer na veliko presenečenje 
analitikov, naj bi trenutno bil sen. Allan 
Cranston, 69-letni liberalec iz Kalifornije. 
Zanimivost glede Cranstona je, da je v 40-ih 
letih poznal in sodeloval z Louisem Adami­
čem in ima po nedavnem intervjuju, objav­
ljenem v Prosveti, glasilu SIvrj, lepe 
spominu o Adamiču. Drugi aktivni demo­
kratski kandidati so sen. Gary Hart (Colora­
do), sen. Ernest Hollings (Južna Karolina) in 
bivši guverner Floride Reubin Askew.

S ameriških jedrskih elektrarn zaprtih 
zaradi varnostnega razloga

WASHINGTON, D.C. - Zvezna komi­
sija za nadzorovanje jedrskih elektrarn je 
odredila včeraj, da ne sme obratovati več 5 
elektrarn na jedrski pogon, v katerih je bil 
izdelovalec reaktorjev podjetje General Elec­
tric. Strokovnjaki komisije so ugotovili 
namreč nevarno napako v cevih, po katerih 
pretaka vodo, potrebno za ohlajevanje 
reaktorjev. Če bi takšna cev počila, bi lahko 
prišlo do velike nesreče.

Komisija poudarja, da bo mogoče 
napake popraviti, vendar da bodo popravila 
stala veliko denarja, med popravilom pa 
elektrarne seveda ne bodo mogle obratovati.

On je bil, ki je iz tujine vabil 
vkup Slovence, naj v materinem jeziku izpričujejo svojo na­
rodno zavest in v tem jeziku skupno častijo Boga.

Od takrat je minilo dolgih več kot 400 let, a geslo Le vkup 
je ostalo živo do današnjega dne in danes nič manj uporabno 
kot je bilo ob Trubarjevem času.

Vse to navi­
dez ni nič izrednega, a take 
»malenkosti« so bile potrebne 
skozi dolga leta, da lahko nu­
dimo ameriškim Slovencem 
zdravo duhovno hrano.

Lud Leskovar Dies; 
Was KSKJ Officer

KSKJ Regional Director (6th 
District) Ludwig A. Leskovar, 
died July 5th while vacation­
ing in upper Wisconsin.

Burial was Saturday, July 9 
from St. Stephen’s Church, 
Chicago.

Leskovar was born July 31, 
1916 in Opolotnica, Slovenia, 
the youngest of 12 children.

He attended classical gym­
nasium (junior and senior high 
school) in the city of Maribor 
and graduated in 1936 as class 
valedictorian. He enrolled in 
the Law School of the Univer­
sity of Ljubljana,, completing 
graduate studies and earned 
the degree of Doctor of 
Jurisprudence.

During the German occupa­
tion of Slovenia he worked for 
the underground liberation of 
Slovenia. Mr. Leskovar was 
the youngest member elected 
to the Slovenian parliamant 
just before the country was 
taken over by the partisans in 
May, 1945. He retreated to 
Koroško Austria, then to 
Anras in the Tyrolian moun­
tains where he initiated a 
publication named “Slovenec 
v Tirolali).

In 1947 a special represen­
tative of President Truman, 
Professor Royce of 
Georgetown University in 
Washlington, D.C., appointed 
him to the United Nations 
Commission for Italy, respon­
sible for solving refugee pro­
blems. The commission was 
called the International 
Refugee Organization, or 
I.R.O.

Mr. Leskovar worked in this 
position until August of 1950 
when he immigrated to the 
United States under a special 
scholarship offered by 
Chicago’s Cardinal Stritch. 
He studied at Loyola Universi­
ty graduate school and in the 
Archdiocesan office as an of­
ficial translator for the ec- 
clasiastical court and Car­
dinal’s international cor­
respondence.

Shortly after his arrival in 
Chicago Leskovar began the 
first Slovenian Radio Program 
in the Chicago area and 
founded the Slovenian 
American Radio Club.

In 1956 he formed a com­
munity organization known as 
the Central Cermak Business 
and Community Council 
which evolved into the Heart 
of Chicago Community Coun­
cil for the preservation of the 
area in which the Slovenian 
parish of St. Stephen is 
located.

In 1967 he was received in a 
private audience by Pope Paul 
VI, and received a gold 
medallion.

Upon his arrival in Chicago, 
Leskovar joined the KSKJ and 
was elected Recording 
Secretary of St. Stephen’s 
lodge No., 1 in 1954. He was 
elected president of the lodge 
in 1968. At the Pittsburgh 
KSKJ Convention Leskovar 
was elected to the National 
Board and re-elected in 
Denver and Eveleth.

Ip 1955 he married Corinne 
Novak, daughter of the well- 
known fraternalist, Albina 
Novak, formerly of 
Cleveland, who is the editor of 
“Zarja-the Dawn” official 
publication of the Slovenian 
Women’s Union of America. 
Besides his wife, he is survived 
by daughter Miriam Noelle 
and Lud, Jr.

Not 
by telling propaganda lies 
about the Soviets, or inciting 
revolt, but simply by reporting 
the facts.

Almost every VGA 
transmitter is more than 15 
years old; a third, better than 
30. All are poorly equipped to 
deal with the Kremlin’s 
stepped-up jamming program. 
So our Voice is growing 
weaker.

If Congress has decided to 
control spending, it has a 
budget of better than $800 
billion to examine. But we
ought to amplify the Voice.
