Z ameriske strani je bil to Ze
od zacetka, ne pa z ruske strani. Rusi so bili gotovo zainte-
resirani na dogovoru, toda okolis€ine jim niso dovoljevale,
da bi to povedali. Imeli so zmeraj pred ofmi, da jih bodo
kitajski komunisti obdolZili, da so zopet pokazali, kako
znajo “sluziti” ameriSkemu imperijalizmu. Sele zadnje me-
sece so se strahu pred tem oéitkom znebili, kar se je poka-
zalo med drugim tudi v tem, da so pristali na gornji spo-
razum,

Sporazum o demilitarizaciji vesolja ni nova ideja. Ta
ideja je Ze dobila svojo prakti¢no obliko v sporazumu o de-
militarizaciji juZnega te€aja. Mnogo toZk in nadel iz njega
je bilo sedaj vneseno v novi sporazum o vesolju.

Mnoge med njimi imajo svoje postojanke ob juZznem
te€aju, pa se posadke na postojankah ne obnaSajo kot na-
sprotnice ali tekmovalke. Ravno narobe: izmenjavajo opa-
zovanja in si v zadregi tudi pomagajo brez vsakih diplo-
matskih teZav. Vse to je pripomtoglo, da je bil novi spora-
zum o vesolju lepo sprejet po vsem svetu, le kitajski komu-
nisti in njihovi sopotniki so ga obsodili, kar smo pa tudi
morali pri¢akovati. Naslikali so ga kot nakano ameridkega
imperijalizma in dokaz ruskega hlaplevanja kapitalizmu.

Sporazum se je postavil na stali¢e, da vesolje in pla-
neti ne smejo postati podrodje za vojaske utrdbe in vojaske
akcije katerekoli vrste. Na drugi strani si pa nobena drZa-
va ne sme lastiti izkljuéne pravice do raziskavanja Cesar-
koli v vesolju. Nobena drZava tudi nima pravice, da bi raz-
glasila ta ali oni del vesolja kot predmet svoje drZavnosti.
Prepovedano je pa vsem, da bi z raketami prevaZali po
vesolju oroZje katerekoli vrste ali pa municijo. To velja
prav posebej Se za atomsko in vodikovo oroZje. Astronavti,
ki zaidejo v vesolju v teZave. imajo pravico do pomo¢i vsa-
ke podpisnice. ako jo more dati. Ako imajo teZave pri spu-
§¢anju na zemljo, uZivajo iste pravice do pomoci. Zasebna
podjetnost je v vesolju dovoljena, toda njeni nosilci se mo-
rajo ravnati po zakonih in predpisih njihovih drzav.

Vsaka drZava je odgovorna za $kodo, ki jo napravi
njeno delo v vesolju tretjim osebam ali tujim drzavam. Vsa-
ka drZava je dalje obvezana, da poro¢a vsem drugim drZa-
vam o vsem, kar bi izrednega opazila v vesolju. Vsi pred-
meti, ki jih ima drZava podpisnica v vesolju, ostanejo njena
last. Ako padejo na zemljo, se ji morajo vrniti, naj bodo v
zaCasni posesti kogarkoli. Vse drZave morajo pospeSevati
skupna znanstvena, vremenska in podobna raziskavanja.
Prepovedane so seveda v vesolju vse eksplozije, ki bi lahko
Skodovale na zemlji komurkoli in ¢emurkoli. V duhu vza-
jemnosti je urejeno tudi vpraSanje odgovornosti. Vsaka
drZava podpisnica ima pravico predlagati preiskavo, kadar
misli, da je sedanji sporazum kr3en.

Vse to in Se cela vrsta podrobnosti je vkljuena v po-
godbo. Vendar pa pogodba Se ni vzor popolnosti. Manjka v
njej Se cela vrsta predpisov, ki o njih ni bila doseZena so-
glasnost. Manjka na primer odgovora na vpralanje, kaj je
sploh vesolje. Navadno mislimo, da se vesolje zacne tam,
kjer zmanjka zraka, jenja pa v neskoné&nosti. Strokovnjaki
pa s to prirodno razlago niso zadovoljni, ¢ manj seveda
pravniki. Ni dalje dan odgovor, ali smejo medcelinske ra-
kete z oroZjem leteti na najviSjem delu loka, ki ga napra-
vijo, skozi vesolje.

Vkljub vsem pomanjkljivostim je pa treba pogodbo
torlo pozdraviti. Ako $e ni popolna, je pa vsaj prebila led.
Nobeni drZavi se ne bo treba sramovati, ako jo podpise.
Kar je v pogodbi pomanjkljivosti, jih bo Ze €as zbolj3al, saj
ni v sporazumu nikjer napisano, da se besedilo ne sme spo-
razumno menjati.

Pogodba odpira dalje vrata k vejemu sodelovanju v
vesolju. Do sedaj ga je Se bore malo, najvet le na podrog-
ju vremenskih satelitov. Obetajo nam tudi obseZno medna-
rodno sodelovanje telekomunikacijskih satelitov. Sodelo-
vanja se bodo pa mogle udeleZiti le velike moderne drZa-
ve, ki imajo dosti kapitala in znanstvenih ustanov. Zato bo

Vsako neprijet-
no razburjenje prepreéuje
smeh. Smeh je nekako “nalez-
ljiv” in nezadrzljiv, kadar so
Ijudje v skupini. Zaradi tega je,
kot pravi francoski filozof Berg-
son, socialen, kajti premaguje
slabe navade in je sovraznik
vsake pretiranosti.

Psihologi so mnenja, da je za
¢loveka znacilno, da ima obéu-
tek za smeS$no. Mnogi dusevni
bolniki tega obéutka nimajo in
se ne morejo smejati. Smeh lah-
ko pojmujemo tudi kot izraz o-
svoboditve od radosti in vesele-
ga razpoloZenja, kot prepri¢anje
¢ superiornosti. Angleski filo-
zof Spencer je trdil, da nastopa
smeh takrat, ko viSek duSevne
energije ne najde duska v akeci-
ji, n. pr. v gibanju ali odporu, pa
se zato kaZe v najmanjSem od-
poru; pri ¢loveku so to misice o-
braza. Pri izpraznjevanju od-
vecne zivéne energije nastane,
kot je mislil Kant, “stanje, ko-
ristno za zdravje”.

Gotovo je, da smeh kot fizio-
loski izraz duSevnega stanja ne
vpliva na posamezne funkcije
¢loveskega organizma, je pa
predvsem viden izraz ¢lovekove-
ga duSevnega stanja in dokaz,
da se vzporedno z njim v orga-
nizmu razvijajo ugodne spre-
membe telesnih funkecij.

Med smehom in neposredno
po njem se razsirjajo Zile, zara-
di ¢esar pride do boljse oskrbe
nekaterih organov s krvjo. Tako
stanje je koristno za zdravje
Zloveka, fe bolj pa za tiste lju-
di, pri katerih se kri po zilah
pocasi pretaka, kar velja zlasti
za arteriosklerotike. Po drugi
strani deluje srce zaradi smeha
pocasneje, a kljub temu se nje-
gova mo¢ veca, zaradi Cesar pri-
de v Zile ve¢ja koli¢ina krvi. Ta-
ko se poveca arterijski krvni
vritisk, kar ugodno vpliva na
osebe z nizkim pritiskom.

Danes je tudi dokazano, da
smeh ugodno vpliva na ¢love-
Kov organizem zaradi tega, ker
odvraca nasilne vplive raznih
zufanjih in notranjih ciniteljev
na telo (poskodbe, cezmerno de-
lo, strah). Smeh nadalje ubla-
Zuje cezmerno delovanje simpa-
tikusa (tisti del Zivéevja, ki u-

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HOW OUR LAWS ARE MADE,
Many of the letlers I receive from
constituents outline the writer’s
views on legislation which is heing
considered by the Congress. This
is only natural since the main func-

tion of Congress is tc legislate.
Article I, section i, of the Corsti-
tution provides that: “All legisla-

tive powers herein granted shall be |

vested in a Congress of the United

States, which shall consist of a Se-
nate and a lcuse of Representa-
tives.”

There were over 26,000 measures
introduced during the 89th Con-
gress (many were identical). Some
1283 (public and private) bills were
eracted into law, Obviously all
these thousands of bills could not
be considered and voted on during
the two year period. The process
is cne of study and has been deve-
loped over a period of years.

Bills may be iniroduced by any
Member simply by putting an idea
for legislation into the proper form
and dropping it irto the ‘“hopper”
while the House is in session. Ideas
may originate in varicus forms
such as communications from exe-
cutive agencies, from interested
organizations, or from citizens who
exercise the right to petition. After
the bill is introduced it is given a
number by the Clerk ard referred
to the appropriate Committee by
the Speaker of the House. Consi-
deration by the Committee depends
upon the will of the Chairman to
a great extent. If a bill is of suffi-
cient importance a date is set for
public hearings and witnesses from
the executive department and the
public are heard ard questioned
about the effect of the legislation.
The Committee then meets in exe-
cutive (closed) session to determine
whether to report the bill out for
consideration on the Floor of the
House.. When the Committee has
voted the bill out, a report is sub-
mitted and in most instances the
hearings are printed and made
available. The repcrt explairs the
purnose and anticipated effect of
the proposal and may also include
diifering views of the individual
Committee Members.

The measure is then sent to the
Rules Committee which must clear
it before it can be debated on the
