We are paying for
the mistakes utilities make in
forecasting power demand.”

According to this financial
columnist, the amount of elec-
tricity used in the United States
is on the decline. Nevertheless
the utilities continue to belabor
us with their theme of constant-
ly rising demand for which they
must prepare — and we must
pay, at exorbitant rates. '

along on rate hikes without seri-
ously questioning the need for
them.
