New Slovenian flag presented 
to St. Joseph’s, Joliet

Branch 20 o f Joliet recently donated the new flag 
of the Republic o f Slovenia to St. Joseph Parish. Deanie 
G udac, the organization 's new president, and St. Joseph’s 
pastor, Franciscan Father A thanasius Lovrenčič, display 
the Hag as shown on the cover photo.

The celebration to mark the new independence of 
Slovenia took place at an all-Slovenian Mass on Jan. 19. 
Slovenia becam e an independent republic by the European 
Community on Jan. 15.

Fr. Lovrenčič was principal celebrant o f the Mass, 
and Msgr. Matthias Butala, pastor em eritus, conceleb- 
rated. Auxiliary Bishop Roger L. Kaffer presided at the 
liturgy. The readings for the liturgy were read in Slovenian, 
and the Slovenian choir sang.

M S. GUDAC said the presentation of the Hag sym ­
bolized "a rebirth o f  freedom , of a new country, o f  the

victory of free choice over totalitarianism .”
Although the United States has not acknowledged 

Slovenia as an independent nation, many in the Joliet area 
are supporters of Slovenian independence. There are some 
20,000 Will County residents o f Slovenian descent, Gudac 
said, “one o f the largest concentrated U .S. Slovenian popu­
lations.”

St. Joseph’s Parish was born out o f this congregation 
o f Slovenians; the church was founded in 1891 by Slove­
nian immigrants.

The Joliet branch o f the Slovenian W om en’s Union 
boasts a mem bership o f 640 women and men. The Home 
Office o f the organization, which has 106 offices nation­
wide is located at Joliet since 1979.

MINUTES OF ILLINOIS-INDIANA REGIONAL CONVENTION 
Bradley, Illinois -  October 6, 1991

It was a stirring and colorful entry into St. Joseph 's  
Church as the Slovenian w om en, several attired in native 
costum e, processed down the main aisle to the ch o ir 's  
beautiful rendition o f  Č eščena si M arija (the choir singing 
in English, the conventioneers in Slovenian). Fr. Joseph 
B utters, pastor, celebrating the 11 a.m . Mass on that O c­
tober 6 . 1991. w elcom ed the ladies warmly and before 
final dism issal, and m uch to the benefit o f the entire con­
gregation. gave a lesson in geography, a bit o f past history, 
and present aw areness o f  the Slov enian Croatian struggles 
for independence. Struck by the appearance o f the 11 
w om en in native attire, he was moved to say "K eep up 
your heritage” . C loser to hom e. Father spoke com plim ents 
to the Slovenians in Bradley as being the backbone o f the 
parish since its early history (est. in 1904). From all indi­
cations. the w om en were deeply im pressed with his re­
m arks. as was the congregation with the unique display 
o f "O ld C ountry" costum es. W hen the M orisons were con­
gratulated on their 40th w edding anniversary . Oct. 6 being 
the very date, the subsequent clapping caught them off­
guard. as applause in church w as unheard of in their experi­
ence.

A fter Mass the group proceeded to M oose Lodge on 
Rt. 50 for dinner and m eeting. M argaret P lanton. president 
o f host Branch 22. w elcom ed the national officers, dele­
gates. and guests. Fr. Butters, introduced as "our beloved 
pastor", gave the blessing before the meal.

Before handing over the gavel. Pres. Planton called 
on Mary Anne Barothy o f Indianapolis. M ary Anne, 
m em ber o f  Br. 22. is in the Educational D epartm ent of 
Eli-Lilly Pharm aceutical, and active in Baraga Association 
and M edjugorje conferences. D aughter o f Rose Sm ole, 
originator o f Br. 22. M ary Anne is "proud to be S lovenian". 
She confronted The Indianapolis Star in a letter to the 
editor voicing outrage at a political cartoon "degrading 
and dem eaning the great people o f Slovenia". W ar is never 
pretty , and the peoples o f the two republics fighting for 
independence are suffering m uch. Mary Anne finds the 
quarterly m agazine SLO V EN IJA , published in Ljubljana, 
very helpful. At a recent M arian C onference in St. Louis 
in 1988 she was able to capture on cam era many profiles 
o f M other Teresa o f C alcutta, the best o f which she gave 
to Br. 22 as a prize (won by M arge K rm potic. Br. 95). 
Arm ed with professional-appearing equipm ent, she joined 
the press corp undetected, to obtain the photo o f a lifetim e. 
C opies, large or sm all, can be had from Ms. Barothy.

Mr. and Mrs. Louis Stefanich showed interesting 
slides o f a trip to Č rnom elj, Slovenia, from where parents 
M athew  and M ary em igrated. Louie m anaged to visit 3 
aunts, 3 uncles and 40 cousins in 5 days!

At 3 p .m . the gavel was turned over to Regional Pres. 
Sharon Naudziunas and the m eeting opened with a prayer 
for peace. All were w elcom ed, and the Bradley Branch 
thanked for hosting the event. The National O fficers p re­
sented were O lga A ncel. Secretary: Sylvia V ukodinovich, 
Treasurer; Josephine Lustik. 3rd A uditor, and Frances 
M orison, W om en 's A ctivities Director.

A letter from N ational President. V ictoria Bobence 
was read, extending best wishes fo ra  successful m eeting: 
and. to celebrate Z veza 's  65th A nniversary, she appealed 
for extra effort in enrolling new m em bers. She also em ­

phasized a letter-w riting cam paign to W ashington for rec­
ognition o f the independent status o f Slovenia and Croatia.

In her talk. N ational Secretary. O lga Ancel pointed 
out what Zveza has brought since its beginning in 1926 -- 
the Heritage M useum , the Laborers and M iners Memorial 
(in M innesota), the popular cookbooks by Herm ine Dicke 
and the equally popular ZARJA so ably edited by Corinne 
Leskovar. C ontributions to the N ational Shrine at the Im­
maculate Conception C athedral. W ashington. D .C .. and 
to the restoration o f  the Statue o f Liberty and Ellis Island 
are not to go unnoticed. A gain stressed w as the need for 
more m em bership and m ore donations to the Scholarship 
Fund through m em orial and special occasion gilts. Coming 
away from the W isconsin R egional. O lga noted two young 
people actively engaged in the program , an idea to em ulate, 
she affirm s.

Sylvia V ukodinovich. N ational T reasurer, thanked 
everyone for the kindnesses show n at the time o f  her hus­
band 's  death. Zveza is in a financial bind, she said, with 
loss o f m em bers and the low er interest rates and the cook­
book fund at present is very m inim al. The $1.00 assessm ent 
per m em ber voted at the 1991 N ational C onvention w'ill 
recover som e o f the losses.

"G reetings to all" from Frances M orison. Activities 
D irector. Frances acknow ledged with thanks the thoughtful 
rem em brances o f the Morisons" 40th anniversary both at 
church and at the convention, jesting that her husband 
considers h im self Slovenian "because he ate enough Slove­
nian food." H er em phasis was the preservation o f  Slove­
nian heritage through strong fam ilies and the participation 
in activities that address fam ily needs. She feels that Br.
2 m eets that goal but adds that each branch should form u­
late its ow n plans to bring fam ilies together. Copies o f 
S tatem ent o f ldealogy passed at the National Convention 
in C leveland, with face sheet to address to a legislator, 
w ere available at this Regional.

Next cam e reports o f delegates from seven branches; 
that o f  C hciago No. 16 not yet prepared but would be 
mailed shortly.

Com m on to all reports were M asses offered for de­
ceased m em bers and the rem em bering o f sick and infirm 
m em bers with cards, some including a m onetary gift. Br. 
2. C hicago, is singular in that a M ass is offered each month 
for the sick and Br. 24. LaSalle, gives tw o M asses upon 
the death o f a m em ber and recites the SWU Ritual at the 
funeral home.

Christm as parties were special occasions for all 
branches and all except Bradley. Joliet and DePue m en­
tioned May dinners o r M other-of-the-Y ear affairs.

Specifically stating that they pay dues, w hole or in 
part, for m em bers aged 75 or 80 were Joliet.

Frances Bach was born in Veliki Vrh, Slovenia on November 6. 1888, the child of Joseph Bach and Marija 
Pečnik. After an earthquake on Faster Sunday, 1895. the family moved to Sevnica, which was Frances’ home until 
she left Slovenia at the age of 17. At that time she left her homeland to join her older brother in America, never to 
return or see her parents again.

She married Frank Setina at St. Joseph's Church in Chisholm, Minnesota on Feb. 26, 1906. She often told 
the story of how they rode to Church in a horse and buggy, and the wedding feast lasted for three days!

Frank and Frances had 5 daughters. Frances. Rose, Olga. Helen and Lillian, all of w hom are still living; only 
Rose has stayed in Chisholm. Mr. Setina passed away at the age of 64.

Frances was blessed with good health. She loved gardening and raised her own vegetables until she was well 
into the nineties. She was an active member of Br. 38 for over 60 years, rarely missing a meeting. On her 100th 
birthday. Br. 38 honored her with a party and we all marvelled when she walked up a long flight of stairs to attend.

We are grateful to her for the article 
that follows, outlining the work of the 
American Red Cross at this time.

The Red Cross mission is the same no matter what 
part o f the country one lives in: to improve the quality o f 
human life; to enhance self-reliance and concern for others, 
and to help people avoid, prepare for, and cope with 
em ergencies. This is accom plished by providing services 
that are governed and directed by volunteers and are con­
sistent with the Red C ross’s Congressional C harter and 
the values o f  the American Red Cross: Hum anitarianism , 
Im partiality, V olunteerism , Service Excellence and Inter­
nationalism .

As the recently retired chairm an of volunteers for the 
G reater Cleveland C hapter o f the American Red C ross. I 
wish to congratulate all S .W .U . members who are Red 
Cross volunteers, blood donors or financial supporters in 
their respective com m unities. I appeal to you for support 
o f your local Red Cross chapter.

March Red Cross Month gives tribute to the many 
services provided by the American Red Cross through its 
vast network of volunteer and paid staff who work together 
as team members.

Here are some o f the many im portant services pro­
vided through the Red Cross organization in the United 
States:

BLOOD SERVICES -  More than half o f the blood 
and blood products used to treat patients in hospitals is 
provided by volunteer donors through their local Red Cross 
collection centers. In recent years, donors who are in good 
health, who have passed their 65th birthday have become 
strong supporters o f the Red Cross donor program. Some 
cities have formed “65 plus” donor clubs.

DISASTER SERVICES -  W hen disasters strike, Red 
Cross is mandated by its Congressional Charter to provide 
assistance to victim s, generally in food, clothing, shelter 
and medical assistance.

HEALTH EDU CATIO N  -  Health courses and w ork­
shops are scheduled through various comm unity organiza­
tions and businesses. Red Cross provides a wide range of 
information and instructional resources on AIDS to the 
com m unity.

CPR AND FIRST AID -C e rtified  staff and volunteers 
teach first aid and CPR classes to com m unities and to 
businesses. Many Red Cross chapters provide wellness 
programs to industry.

AQU ATIC/BO ATIN G  PROGRAM S -  Courses range 
from sw im m ing classes to lifeguard training and, for out- 
doorsm en, sailing, kayaking and canoeing.

HOUSING RELO CA TIO N  AND SOCIAL SERV ­
ICES -  These services provide em ergency assistance to 
persons who are experiencing very real em ergencies, such 
as losing a home due to personal, financial or domestic 
problem s, or who have been cut off from family members.

IN TERN ATIO NA L SERVICES -  Services include 
tracing o f missing family mem bers due to political prob­
lems or natural disasters. The International Com m ittee o f 
the Red Cross in G eneva, Sw itzerland acted quickly to 
send food, clothing, medical supplies, doctors and nurses, 
and m ore, to care for those who suffered losses in the 
devastating war in Y ugoslavia, particularly Slovenia and 
Croatia.

Operation Desert Storm taxed the resources o f Red Cross 
social w orkers, but vital com m uniques got through from 
the military to the families back home via Red Cross w ork­
ers. Many support groups, com prising fam ily members 
who had som eone in service, sprang up. They often met 
at Red Cross chapters in their home towns and received 
counseling from professional social workers at the Red 
Cross.

The quality o f Red Cross services in the local com m u­
nity is determ ined in part by the level o f financial support 
given by Red Cross supporters in that com m unity.

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Europe’s best travel bargain

I just got back from Slovenia. Even in Germany, 
which isn 't far away and where people ought to know 
better, they gasped when I told them I was going to 
Slovenia. They associate the country with Y ugoslavia, as 
well they m ight, for it was a part of that doomed assemblage 
o f republics until only .last June. But the Slovenes are 
independent now.

Most European Comm unity countries recognized both 
Slovenia and Croatia on Jan. 15. Germany has taken the 
lead in setting up em bassies in Ljubljana and Zagreb. W hile 
much o f Croatia rem ains threatened by Serb-Yugoslav ir­
regulars who refuse to accept EC and U .N . peacekeeping 
forces. Slovenia is secure, independent and safe.

Y ugoslavia’s loss is the traveler’s gain, for Slovenia  
is a m icrocosm  o f the best in Europe and undoubtedly  
the best bargain on the continent these days.

Tucked into a mountainous corner between Austria, 
Hungary, Italy and C roatia, it is an easy drive from cities 
as different as Venice and Vienna. T here 's good train 
service, and air service via Adria A irways will resume 
once Adria recovers from last year's attacks by Yugoslav 
jets.

Having traveled there repeatedly since 1984, I would 
be hard-pressed to think o f an area of wholesom e outdoor 
activity that doesn 't beckon from the green -  and som e­
times white -  landscape o f Slovenia. Every fourth Slovene 
is an active skier, a statistic probably unmatched in the 
world. H iking, canoeing, hand-gliding, farm holidays, 
exploring in one o f 10.000 karstic caverns, and scuba-di­
ving in the salt-buoyant Adriatic are only a few o f the 
activities that come to mind.

It is easy to go skiing at 6 .000 feet in the morning, 
then take off your boots and be among palms on the Adriatic 
Coast by early afternoon. Reckoned in driving tim e, the 
country is two hours wide and three hours long. More than 
half o f it is forested, and the air is clear and crisp even in 
the sum mer.

M ustn 't forget cafe-sitting. I've done a lot o f that, 
particularly in the baroque capital o f Ljubljana. The turbu­
lent little Ljubljanica River rushes through the center of 
tow n, with no industry w hatsoever along its banks. In 
good w eather the tables come out, and with them the 
philosophers and dream ers.

Most Am ericans have a negative image o f the Balkans 
that is not entirely inaccurate. The term suggests an ethnic 
tinderbox, the sort o f place and people that start conflag­
rations -  W orld W ar I, for exam ple. W ell, Slovenia is 
definitely not Balkan. It is an A lpine, Central European 
nation that has. while serving as a bridge between East 
and W est, based its culture firmly in the W est.

As a result o f widespread confusion about the tragic 
situation among the blazing shards of Y ugoslavia, tourists 
simply aren 't going to Slovenia these days. T hat's  a sham e, 
both for the tourists and for the hospitable Slovenes.

A nice double room in Ljubljana can be rented for 
between $40 and $50 a night, with 10 percent discounts

Our ever enthusiastic and wonderful new State President 
of Ohio-Michigan, Evelyn Majercik met one of the most 
distinguished Slovenians who attended Baraga Days in 
Washington last fall. He was none other than Lojze 
Peterle, the Prime Minister of Slovenia. This picture was 
taken at the Basilica of the Shrine of Immaculate Concep­
tion. Earlier, Mr. Peterle was invited to the altar by Car­
dinal Hickey during the celebrated mass. The Prime Minis­
ter impressed everyone with his eloquence and gentle man­
nerisms.

if you 're  willing to pay cash. A glass o f good Slovenian 
wine costs about $1.10.

In the subtropical Adriatic resort o f Portorož, I en­
joyed a very good lunch with a half liter o f wine for $3.85. 
That was without tipping, for a reason. I lacked about 20 
cents having the correct change for the b ill. and the waitress 
cou ldn 't change the large note (worth about $10) I offered 
her. She said not to worry about it. I said, but I 'd  like to 
leave a tip. She said, "oh, that’s all right, rem em ber me 
next tim e.”

Yugoslav dinars are no longer legal tender in 
Slovenia. The Slovenian currency unit is the tolar (rhymes 
with dollar). The regular banks and hotels have rates that 
are far out o f step with the value o f the tolar. But there’s 
a way around that: Slovenia is the only country I know of 
where a traveler can get black market exchange rates at a 
legal bank.

Black marketeers (not pushy, but there) offer better 
than the official rates, but dealing with them carries a good 
chance o f getting cheated. The Slovenian Credit Bank 
changes money at realistic rates. The bank is easy to find, 
with a bright green and white steel front one block from 
the railway station on a busy street leading to the major 
hotels. The tellers give you a computerized printout.

I crossed the border from Austria on a fast train from 
M unich. Dr. Ernest Petrie, head o f the new Office of the 
Republic o f Slovenia in W ashington, had assured me I’d 
need no visa. He was right. An official on the train stamped

my passport with "Jesenice," the Slovenian border post, 
with no questions. No customs inspector ever appeared.

Slovenia was the most prosperous, W esternized, and 
democratic republic in former Yugoslavia even when it 
had to pay lip service and an awful lot o f money to Yugos­
lav com m unism . It was so different trom the rest ot Yugos- 
lavia that, traveling elsewhere in the country, I found my­
self thinking that some conversation I 'd  had in Bohinj or 
Rogaška Slatina had occurred before I got to Yugoslavia.

To say that Slovenia mirrors Austria has become a 
cliche o f travel writers, but the comparison is valid, 
nevertheless. It isn 't just the snow-covered peaks and high 
m eadows, the ocher and pastel green of the buildings, the 
hay drying neatly on racks called kozovc, (kozolec, pro­
nounced kozovc), or even the yodeling folk dancers in 
knickers and dirndls. It's the instinctive need to reason 
things out and to speak freely.

I knew I was going to like Ljubljana as soon as I 
learned that the most popular square was named for a poet, 
and rather a bawdy one. A statue o f France Prešeren looks 
benevolently across Prešeren Square, hard by a tripartite 
marble bridge that spans the willow-shaded Ljubljanica 
River. In the not-so-long ago days of democratic opposi­
tion, this is where people came to promote the cause.

The streets o f Ljubljana poke into the square like 
spokes, and rustic outdoor stalls and pretty cafes radiate 
in all directions, including along the riverbanks, over which 
loom grand five-story mansions from Austro-Hungarian 
Empire days. Crowning a steep hill across the river is the 
great city castle, from whose ram parts one can see the 
three-headed peak of mount Triglav, highest in what used 
to be Yugoslavia. Oddly enough, a city that honors its 
poets and a republic that spawns brave dissidents looks 
back with nostalgia on the rule o f a foreign emperor. Napo- 
len Bonaparte was not generally loved in the other lands 
that his army occupied, bul the Slovenes greatly preferred 
him to the Austrians. who oppressed them before the 
French came and again after they departed. The Austrians 
would not let the Slovenes build anything higher than four 
stories; imposing heights were reserved for Vienna. When 
the French cam e, they made Ljubljana the capital o f their 
Ilyrian Provinces and allowed Slovenia's language and 
culture to bloom . A colum n engraved with turgid French 
com m em orates his reign: “Under this stone we have placed 
your ashes, nameless soldier o f the Napoleonic Army, for 
you to rest amidst us, you who went to battle for the glory

of your em peror and died for our liberty .” I can think of 
no comparable tribute to an occupying army anywhere.

Slovenia is far more than beautiful mountains and a 
charming little capital. Only a couple of hours away from 
the highest peaks are the subtropical resorts o f Slovenian 
Istria. T here’s a distinct Italian flavor on the Adriatic Coast, 
for it hasn’t been long since Istria belonged to Italy. W hen 
H em ingw ay’s hero joined the famous retreat from 
Caporetto in “A Farewell to A rm s,” he was in Slovenia’s 
Julian Alps.

I have seen most o f Slovenia on recent trips, but this 
tim e, in the w inter, when my time was restricted, I concen­
trated on the highlights. I don 't say “high points,” such 
as the high alpine passes, for they were closed by the same 
snow that makes skiing and other w inter sports so available.

After a couple o f days in Ljubljana, I drove down to 
the Adriatic Coast. The hotels in Portorož stand mostly 
em pty, but management seems determined to keep them 
buzzing. At the luxurious Metropole Hotel, a short walk 
from the sea, the Casino was going full tilt. Traditionally, 
most o f the gamblers have been Italians, so risks, wins, 
and losses are in lire.

At the tiny and ancient port o f Piran (the road signs 
are also in Italian, i.e ., "Prano” ), I climbed up a steep hill 
to the old church and looked down on the red-tile roofs 
o f a city that could illustrate a book on the history of 
Venice. In fact, on a clear day I could have seen V enice’s 
Lido. Trieste was easy to see, as was a peninsula o f north­
ern Croatia just across the bay.

In less than three hours I drove from Portorož to Lake 
Bled in the Alps, a sparkling gem with an island-set church 
in the middle and a cliff-stuck castle hanging over one 
shore. Lake Bled is beautiful in all seasons; I prefer rowing 
to swim ming because even in sum mer the water is frigid.

I would never go to Bled without visiting the charming 
Okarina Restaurant, one of the best in all this part o f the 
world. Borut Sraj, one o f two ow ners, has imported his 
chefs from India, and the magical combinations of C onti­
nental and Indian cuisines are a delight to the taste buds. 
(The Okarina is also one of the rare restaurants in Central 
Europe that has a no-smoking section.)

Lake Bled seems rem ote, but farther up into the Alps 
there 's an even rem oter lake. I drove up a chalky green 
glacial river to Lake Bohinj, which seems to be scooped 
right out of the primeval forest. A small village at one end 
offers places to stay, and there’s a hotel and rustic tavern 
at the far end, but mostly the lake and its spruce-crowded 
shores are just as nature made them.

T here’s a roundabout way to drive from Bohinj back 
to Bled. It passes through the most charming and unpreten­
tious villages I have ever seen. A small tourist office in 
the village of Bohinj has a local map, and someone in 
there can give directions and advice. Cross a bridge over 
the river that flows out o f the lake and the first village you 
come to is Studor. In little Studor I visited a 200-year-old 
farmhouse with no chim ney. The smoke hovered just above 
my head as it worked its way through tiny openings in the 
roof and eaves. It seemed an unhealthy atm osphere, but 
the next door neighbor who let me in said the last resident 
had died only a few years ago -  at the age of 90. Her 
smoked pears were still hanging from the low rafters, and 
I was allowed to pluck one. It tasted pungent, strange, 
and delicious.

Slovenia is not at all strange, but it is piquant and 
delicious, and it’s the kind of place adventurous travelers 
dream about.

I f  I w ere to ask  you w ho you co n ­
sidered  to  be the g reatest in v en to r o f 
o u r tim e, ch ances are y o u ’d p robably  
say T hom as E dison . H ow ever, there 
w as a m an  g rea ter than  he; fa r g reater. 
H is nam e is N iko la  T esla .

N iko la  w as born  e ith e r Ju ly  9 o r  10 
(due to  p o o r reco rd s, at the tim e, the 
date is unsure) o f  1856, in the c ity  o f 
S m iljan , C roatia .

U pon arriv ing  in the U .S .,  he first 
gained  em p lo y m en t w ith T h o m as E d i­
son , but T e s la 's  w ay o f  w ork ing  and 
inventing  w as d iverse  from  E d iso n ’s. 
N ot only d id  it stra in  their re la tionsh ip  
to the po in t o f  sep ara tio n , bu t w hen 
they p a rted , they  w ere from  then on 
arch  rivals. (Som e believe E dison  was 
jea lo u s o f  T es la .)

S ee , T esla  w as such a gen ius that 
he d id n ’t have to com m it his b lu e ­
prin ts to p aper, first. He could  w ork 
stra ight from  his head. A s fantastic  as 
this is, th e re ’s a negative  side . B e­

cause  he  d id n ’t m ake w ritten  b lu e ­
p rin ts , he w as unable  to  secure  a patent 
fo r m ost o f  his inven tions. So, even 
though  he th o ugh t o f  it first, he never 
rece ived  cred it.

O ne inven tion  that d id  get a patent 
is the T esla  C o il, w hich  he invented  
in 1891. T o d ay , it is used  w idely  in 
rad ios, te lev is io n , a long  w ith nu m er­
ous o th er e lectrica l equ ipm en t.

M icrow ave oven s, co rd less tele- 
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phones w ere all conceived  in T e s la 's  
m ind , long  before  they w ere actually  
inven ted . H is m ind w orked at en o rm ­
ous speed , that a g reat m any o f  his 
ideas w ere lost.

In 1900 he d iscovered  terrestria l 
sta tionary  w aves and p roved  that the 
earth  cou ld  be used as a conducto r.

T h a t 's  w hen the p ress started  to have 
a f ie ld  day w ith him . He rece ived  great 
c ritic ism  and som e even accused  him  
o f  being  m ad.

N ikola  be lieved  it w as possib le  to 
com m u n ica te  w ith o th er p lanets, he 
also  asserted  he cou ld  split the Earth 
like an apple and he had invented  a 
death  ray capab le  o f  destroy ing  
10,000 a irp lanes, 250 m iles d istan t.

T esla  d ied  January  7 , 1943. His 
trunks w hich  co n ta ined  his aw ards (3 
o f  w hich w ere  N obel P rizes) d ip lom as 
letters and those few  laboratory  notes 
he did com m it to p aper, w ere im ­
pounded  by the C ustod ian  o f  A lien 
Property . E v en tually , they w ere sent 
to his next o f  kin . w hich w as a 
nep h ew , as he never m arried . T oday , 
they are in the N iko la  T esla  M useum  
in B elg rade, Serbia.
