Sedaj pa se je zaCel svetovni polozaj deloma spremi-
njati.

Evropa, ki si je delno opomogla, se €uti bolj samoza-
vestno in ji je amerisko varustvo neprijetno. Ker so dogod-
ki po Stalinovi smrti pokazali, da Sovjetija po vsem videzu
ni tako mo%na, kot je zgledala preje, in torej tudi ne tako
nevarna, kot je Zahod sodil, se je nekaterim zahodnoevrop-
skim drzavam zazdelo, da jim ameri§ko varustvo tudi ni vec
nepotrebno. :

Razumljivo, da so ameriSki nacrti, pa naj so bili voja-
gko-obrambnega ali pa gospodarskega znataja, naleteli pri
takem razpoloZenju na odpor. Ta odpor je Cutiti posebno v
Franciji, pa tudi v Angliji in Nem¢iji. Evropejci so zaCeli
govoriti o “trgovini namesto pomodi.” Amerika naj odpre
vrata evropskemu blagu in Evropa bo zasluZila dovolj do-
larjev, da bo mogla tam kriti svoje nakupe, trdijo zagovor-
niki tega gesla.

Motorhikes

Columbus, O. — R. E. Foley,
state registrar of motor vehicles,
promised a crackdown on illegal

operation of motor-driven bicycles.

Foley said many teen-agers were
cperating motorbikes without li-
censes and others were abusing
their license privileges. Many par-
ents write or call in, asking per-
mission for their children to oper-
ate the bikes.

“The only thing I can tell them,”
Foley said, “is that the law is very
explicit on the matter and violators
will be punished.”

Persons from 14 to 16 years of
age can obtain a license to operate
a motorbike if their parents show
just cause and necessity for such
a license, he explained, such a li-
cense is restricted as to use. Un-
restricted licenses go only to per-
sons 16 or older.” ?

“Too many children are operat-
ing these motorbikes without li-
censes,” Foley said. “I have no al-
ternative but to order my inspec-
tors to enforce this law to the lim-
t,!

Foley blamed parents for many
of the violations. Capt. D. W. Un-
kle, head of the enforcement divi-
sion of the state highway patrol,
said parents too ‘often give in to
their children and “get themselves
into trouble.”

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Realism and Naturalism |

in Slovenian Literature

(Continued)
By E. A. KOVACIC
Since the literary magazine

“Zvon”, published by Stritar in Vi-
enna, became more and more a ma-
gazine suporting personal ideas of
the editor, the young Slovenian
writers tending to the new realistic
style established in 1881 a new
magazine “Ljubljanski Zvon” (The
Bell of Ljubljana), published dur-
ing 1881-1941, with Fran Levec as
its editor. The new magazine be-
came for a long period one of the
most important literary magazines
in the Slovenian literature.

Besides “Ljubljanski Zvon”, dur-
ing 1881-1886 the magazine “Kres”,
an organ of the Carinthian writers,
was published in Celovec, while
the radical group of the Liberals
founded the magazine ‘“Slovan”
and publicshed it during 1884-1889.

Catholic principles in the litera-
ture and in the whole public life
were defended by Dr. Anton Mah-
ni¢, who founded the magazine
“Rimski katolik” (Roman Catho-
lic) and published it during 1888-
1896 in Gorica. In 1888, Frandci-
Sek Lampe established in Ljublja-
na a fardily magazine “Dom in
svet” (Home and World, published
during 1888-1945), which became
the leading Slovenian Catholic li-
terary review.

Toward the end of the 19th cen-
tury, a great number of' Slovenian
papers were founded, while the tra-
ditional publishing company “Mo-
horjeva druzba” increased its mem-
bership reaching over 70,000 in
1880 and over 80,000 in 1912. New
publishing companies published a
great number of original books and
translations.

Besides the more important writ-
ers and poets, Slovenian literature
was enriched also by works of at
present almost forgotten authors..

Podmilsak Joze (1845 — 1874),
known under the name Andrejékov
Joze, wrote a great number of no-
vels and short stories for the peo-
ple who liked his description of
adventures and his easy writing
style.

Joseph Ogrinec (1844 - 1879), a
member of Stritar’s literary circle
in Vienna, published beside a num-

ELAY IN NURSE BILL. My Bill,

H. R. 3850, to provide scholar-
ships for student nurses thru grants
to the states has since March 10th
been awaited impatiently by mem-
bers of the House, as well as by
literally thousands across the na-
tion.

No one needs to be told that
nurses are scarce. American women
conscious of the call to duty are
out in force, and there are about
335,000 women, more than ever be-
fore in history, actively engaged
as nurses. But the demand has far

_ surpassed the supply.

The only remedy is more student
nurses. So far no better way has
been found to add materially to
the usual number who take such
training than by increasing the in-
centive to become nurses by grants
in aid programs to the states. Yes,
there are scholarships to be had,
a goodly number of them, but not
nearly enough. Remember that it
takes three years of intensive train-
ing at practically no income to pre-
pare for this important profession,
whereas thousands upon thousands
of girls take quick courses in typ-
ing and stenography and earn very
good salaries in a few months.
These are facts we must face.

This and That from Washington

Frances P. Belton

After most careful study I intro-
duced H. R. 3850 early this year,
hoping that a hearing would be
forthcoming before the Interstate
and Foreign Commerce Committee
this session. My distinguished col-
leagues on that committee, fore-
seeing a possible delay, courteously
afforded me a preliminary hearing
at which I made a considerable
statement, and answered questions
put to me by that group.

With the many considerations be-
fore the new Congress, and the
pressure of legislation important to
our national security, Committee
activity has been slow on many
bills. In addition, bills must be
studied by the departments involved
(in the case of my Nurse Bill it
is the newly formed Department of
Health, Welfare and Education)
and the Budget Bureau too, has
its turn at proposed legislation.

Taking all these things into con-
sideration, I have decided not to
ask for a Committee hearing this
session. If I were to press for one
now, there would be the long wait-
ing period during the summer re-
cess before the Bill could possibly
be considered on the Floor.

APPY ENDING. I introduced a

Bill three years ago to permit
a lovely and talented young Jap-
anese girl, Kyoko Nakamura, to en-
ter the United States. Although this
is among the most difficult types
of legislation to get thru Congress,
the Bill passed on its merits and
was signed by the President.

Kyoko was married to Judge
Samuel Kornhauser’s nephew, David
Henry Kornhauser, shortly after he
was discharged from service, and
only thru this special Act could
they return to live in the United
States,

Now, thanks to the new immigra-
tion law, Kyoko has become an
American citizen. A letter from
them says, “the process you so
kindly initiated for us almost three
years ago has finally reached itg
logical end.”

Anton Umek (1838-1871), known
under the name Okiski, professor
in Celovec in Carinthia, was the
author of two poetical fictions lack-
ing poetical sentiment: “Slovanska
blagovestnika, Ciril in Metod” (The
Slavic apostles Cyril and Methodi-
us), and “Abuna Soliman” describ-
ing the life and work of the Slo-
venian missionary Knoblehar in
Africa.

Also Gregor Krek (1840-1905),
the first profesor of Slavic studiel
at University of Graz in Austria,
and Janez Bile, a parish priest in
Illirska Bistrica in the Slovenian
coastland, tried to write poetry
with no special poetical sentiment.
It is interesting to note 'that the
last three poets tried to develop
the Slovenian epic poetry in con-
trary to the the traditional lyric
tendency in the Slovenian poetry,

With the °establishment of the
magazine “Ljubljanski Zvon” in
1881, Fran Levec (1846-1916), who
studied at the Vienna University
and became a professor at Ljub-
ljana, became for a certain period
the leading literary organizer of
the Slovenian literature.. It is in-
teresting to note that his son, Vla-
dimir Levec, was for a short ‘time
instructor of law at the Catholic
University in Fribourg in Switz-
erland. : i Wik

The leading contributors to
“Ljubljanski Zvon” became Janko
Kersnik and later the poet Anton
Askerc, .while' Ivan. Tavéar, Janez
Trdina, Fran Detela, and Janez
Mencinger contributed to the ma-

Bronze Medallion fo Com:-
memorate Qur State’s
Sesquicenfennial

A golden bronze medallion that
commemorates the Ohio Sesquicen-
tennial Year has been placed on
sale over the state by the Ohio Se-
squicentennial Commission.

Designed by the Ohio sculptor,
Edwin F. Frey, professor in the
school of Fine and Applied Arts of
Ohio State University, it was
struck by the Medallic Art Com-
pany of New York.

The obverse, or face, of the me-
dallion suggests the state’s regard
for practical education. This is
symbolized by three allogorical fig-
ures, the three R’s — readin’ “rit-
in,’ and ‘rithmetic — and a child.
The obverse also. notes the state’s
staple activities, farming, manu.
, facturing, mining, and merchandis-
ing.

The 'reverse presents nine “pic-
torial remarks” — the state capi-
tol, ‘buckeye and honey bee, corn,
horn of ‘plenty, aviation, ' grapes,
glass and pottery, Serpent Mound,
and steel. ;

"The Ohio Bankers’ Asssociation,
the Association of Small Loan Com-
panies, and the Ohio Savings and
Loan League have been asked by
the Commission to serve as ma-
jor distributors of ‘the medallions.
The medallion is also available in
regular retail outlets where the
sign advertising it is displayed, and
at the Ohio State Museum, Colum-
bus 10.

The price, sales tax included, is
(two dollars and fifty cents. Ten
thousand medallions have been
struck, and the Commission expects
it. will become a collector’s item of
future years.

from at least 11 countries present.

Members of the Catholic Esperan-
to Congress will visit the tomb of
Rev. Emile Peltier, who in 1903
founded .the Catholic Esperanto
magazines “Espero Katolika” (now
published 'in the Netherlands), re-
ceived for it the Apostolic Blessing
of Pope Pius X, preached the first
sermon in Esperanto at the World
Esperanto Congress in Geneva, in
1906, and died at Lourdes in 1909.
