to which the ,Consorzio® is now in the conditions contemplated by art. 2544, Civil Code ;

NOW, THEREFORE, I, SIR JOHN WINTERTON, KCMG, CB, CBE, Major

ORDER:

ARTICLE I

The ,,Consorzio fra Pescatori della Zona di Trieste, Limited Liability Cooperative So-
ciety with registered Office at Trieste, is hereby dissolved.

ARTICLE TI

A Commissioner-Liguidator having all powers contemplated by the law shall be appointed
by Administrative Order. His compensation shall be fixed by the Director of Finance and

Economies.

ARTICLE I1I

The Commissioner- Liguidator shall perform the liguidation operations under the super-
vision of the Allied Military Government Comptroller and of the Director of Finance and

Economies.

ARTICLE IV

The contracts stipulated by the Commissioner-Liguidator for the sale or transfer of
ownership, in any way effeeted, of the fishing-fleet and its accessory and connected items, as
well as all annexed and connected financial operations, including transfers of loans, reductions
or deferments of loans or mortgages, aceeptances of waivers of interests or capitals, transfers
of loans or burdens, ete., in as much as subjected to registration, shall be registered by payment
of a fixed registration tax and shall be exempt from payment of turnover tax and of ineome
tax,

For the performance of the duties entrusted to it, the ,Consorzio” may request, in the
manner provided for by law, the assistance of the competent organs of the State, of the Provinee,
of the Communes and of Public Bodies in general and will avail itself of the data which it might
request from mentioned organs or offices or from private sources.
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ARTICLE IV

In fiscal matters the ,Consorzio® shall be equalized to the State Administrations.

ARTICLE V

For its own offices the ,,Consorzio® may avail itself of Public Administration personnel,

ARTICLE VI

The ,,Consorzio*’s Statute shall be Annex , A* to this Order and shall be deposited at
the Directorate of Legal Affairs, Allied Military Government, where it may be freely inspected
by any person concerned. .

WHEREAS it is deemed advisable to make provisions for the juridical reorganization of
the , Ente Nazionale per la Prevenzione degli Infortuni sul Lavoro®, in that part of the Free Terri-
tory of Trieste administered by the British- United States Forces (hereinafter referred to as the ,,Zone) ;

NOW, THEREFORE, I, SIR JOHN WINTERTON, KCM@, CB, CBE, Major General
Zone Commander,

ORDER:
ARTICLE 1
Section 1. — The ,Ente Nazionale di Propaganda per la Prevenzione degli Infortuni®,

recognized by R. D. 25 October 1938, No. 2176, is hereby renamed the ,Ente Nazionale per la
Prevenzione degli Infortuni® (E.N.P.L.).
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The said ,,Ente Nazionale pcl; la Prevenzione degli Infortuni* (hereinafter referred to
as the . Ente”) shall be a ,public Law juridical person®.

ARTICLE 11

The ,,Ente” shall have the secope to promote, develop and encourage the prevention of
occupational accidents and professional diseases and shall also promote, develop and encourage
work-hygiene,

ARTICLE IIL

Section I. — The ,Ente" shall meet the expenses indurred in the activities set forth in
the foregoing Article with income from its property, with the proceeds of the services rendered
by same _Ente* and with contributions from other Bodies and private sources.

Section 2. — For the fulfilment of its duties in the industrial and agricultural sectors
the ,Ente* shall moreover charge yearly contribution to the ,JIstituto Nazionale per I’ Assicura-
zione contro gli Infortuni sul Lavoro®, at the rate of 2,50 percent of the yield of the contributions
collected for insurance in industry and agriculture ag resulting from the last approved balance-
sheet of said Institute.

ARTICLE IV

Section 1. — The organization and functioning of the ,Ente” shall be established by a
statute of the _ Ente*, ;

Section 2. — The composition of the ,Ente*’s organs shall be in conformity with the

prineiples coneerning representation of the employers’ and workers’ categories in foree for
Sceial Insurance Institutes.

ARTICLE V
Section. I. — The ,Ente® shall be, in the Zone, under the supervision of the Department
of Social Assistance.
Section 2. — The Chief, Department of Social Assistance, may order inspections and

investigations on the functioning of the ,Ente” and of each of its services.

Section 3. — The Director of the Trieste Braneh of the ,,Ente® shall be appointed by an
Order of Allied Military Government. s

ARTICLE VI

In matters concerning the prevention of accidents there shall be no change in the compe-
tence of the ,Associazione Nazionale per il Controllo della Combustione®, constituted by R.
D. L. 9 July 1926, No. 1331, and in that of other similar Bodies having specific functions.

PROVISIONS CONCERNING THE CHARACTERISTICS OF TYPICAL WINES CALLED
»MARSALA"

WHEREAS it is considered advisable to regulate the production of special ,,Marsalas™
prepared in that part of the Free Territory of Trieste administered by the British-United States
Forces ;

NOW, THEREFORE, I, SIR JOHN WINTERTON, KCMG, CB, CBE, Major General,
Zone Commander,

ORDER:
ARTICLE I

The denomination ,Marsala®, ,Vino Marsala® or ,,Vino di Marsala® shall be reserved
exclusively for that speecial wine prepared in the typical area of production as delineated by
the Decree of the Ministry for Agriculture and Forestry dated 15 October 1931,

The above wine shall have an aleoholic gradation of not less than 17 per cent of aleohol
through distillation and a sugar contents of not less than 5 per cent ; it must be conveniently
aged and processed according to its type, and be of amber-yellow colour, more or less intense,
and, moreover, possess particular characteristies of its own as to scent and taste obtained throﬁgh
the addition of ripe must, sifone“ and concentrated must, ethylic alecohol or wine-brandy to the
white wines produced in the above mentioned area from high-quality grapes (,grillo®, ,catar-
ratto®, ,inzolia®).

ARTICLE II
»Marsala® wines shall be classified as follows :
a) ,Marsala fini (Italia I. P. particolare)” ;
b) ,Marsala superiori (8.0.M. - QLD LRyl
¢) ,Marsala vergini (Soleras)® ;

d) ,Marsala speciali (,Marsala uovo®, ,Marsala crema*, ,Marsala mandorla®, , Marsala
noceiola® and all other wines in any way prepared by using ,Marsala® wine as basic
produet).

The denominations and the initials indieated in brackets sub letters a), b), and ¢) above
may be used by all firms producing traditional types indicated under the same letters.

ARTICLE 111

The preparation of wines mentioned sub letters a), b) and ¢) of the foregoing Article shall
be prohibited outside the typical area of produetion set forth by Ministerial Deecree 15 October
1931.

The ,Marsala® wine to be aromatized for produection, outside the area of origin, of the
wMarsala speciali* mentioned sub letter d) of the foregoing Article must be genuine.
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The firms producing aromatized wines and liqueurs whose denominations include the
names ,Marsala®, ,Marsala all'uovo®, ,Marsala chinato® and similar, shall keep a stock-book
with attached thereto appropriate justification-documents to show that the ,Maisala™ wine
purchased and the quantities produced and sold eorrespond. :

ARTICLE 1V

The minimum particular characteristies of each type of , Marsala® wine mentioned in
Article TI of this Order shall be as follows :

@) ,Marsala fini“: aleoholic gradation 17% through distillation ; dry extract total 70
per mille ; reducing sugars 5%, ;

b) ,Marsala suaperiori®: aleoholic gradation 189, through distillation. For the sweet
type there shall be required a sugar content of not less than 10% whereas for the
dry type no minimum sugar content shall be prescribed ;

¢) ,Marsala vergini®: by such term there shall be meant those wines produced without
any addition of either ripe must, ,sifone” or concentrated must, without minimum
limits of sugar contents, with an aleoholic gradation of not less than 18 degrees through
distillation, and subjeeted to a prolonged period of natural aging.
Such wines shall be traded and sold only in original bottles ;

d) ,Marsala speciali®: all organie and analytical characteristics of ,,Marsala superiori®.
For these wines the addition of saccharose and of substances, ingredients and spices
characterizing their speciality shall be permitted.

ARTICLE V

Anyone producing, placing on sale, selling or otherwise placing on trade, under the deno-
minations mentioned in the foregoing Articles, wines not corresponding to the provisions of this
Order ; and, moreover, anyone using the above mentioned denominations together with qualita-
tive (use, type, taste, system and the like) or diminutive or increasing adjectives and similar
deformations of the above mentioned names of origin or in any way using indications, illustra-
tions or marks apt to deceive the purchaser, shall be punished in terms of the existing penal law.
In any case the produet concerned shall be sequestrated. Upon ascertaining the violation the
Judieial Authority shall order confiseation of the goods involved. In case of habitual recidivism
the punishments shall be doubled.
