ELEMENTARY AND SECON-
DARY EDUCATION AMEND-
MENTS OF 1967 — H.R. 7819, The
week preceding Memorial Day was
the busiest of this year in the
Congress. For three days the House
debated the Elementary and Se-
condary Education Amendments of
1967. The issue was not centered
on the money involved —although
it was considerable, $3.5 billion —
but on the direction that Federal
aid should take. Traditionally edu-
cation has been a local function,
with control centered in the hands
of local and state boards of educa-
tion. More and more in recent years
the control has shifted to Washing-
ton in the U.S. Office of Education.

The Administration succeeded in
defeating the so-called Quie Amend-
ment which would have given block
grants to states for distribution in-
stead of categorical grants directly
to local boards and schools. Many
had expressed fear that this ap-
prgach would endanger aid now
going to students in parochial
schools. After the Quie amendment
was defeated on. a non-record vote
of 168-197, the House proceeded to
adopt an amendment sponsored by
Hon. Edith Green (D-Oregon) pro-
viding that funds for supplemen-
tary education centers under Title
IIT be given to the state education
departments for distribution under
a state plan. Thus, it appears that
a majority of the Members favored
a return of some control to the
states.

The debate during the three days
often reached a state of confusion
with general disagreement on the
meaning of various amendments.
In view of this I joired my Ohio
colleague, Honorable William Ayres
the ranking Republican on the Edu-
cation and Labor Committee, in
voting to recommit the legislation
for thirty days in order to have
further hearings on the kill and all
germane amendments thereto. One
of the major cbjections to the Quie
amendment was the fact that no
public hearings had been held. Now
the same may be said of the bhill
as finally passed by the House.

The recommital would not have
delayed any programs since the
provisions of this bill do not. be-
come effective anyway until July
1, 1968. Unforturately, Mr. Ayres’
motion failed by a vote of 180-236.
I then voted against the bill on
final passage. It now goes to the
Senate for debate and passage.
After .that the final version will be
hammered out in a House-Senate
conference.

SELECTIVE SERVICE ACT EX-
TENDED. Another major bill pass-
ed by the House was S. 1432, to
extend ard amend the Universal
Military Training and Service Act.
Since the Senate has passed a
slightly different hill, a confer-
ence Committee of the two bodies
will meet soon to iron out final
details of a new draft law that

takes effeet on July 1st.
Under both the House plan, pass-

ed May 25, and the Serate plan,
passed May 11, this ‘much is cer-
tain: the draft is extended to June
30, 1971. Fathers remain exempt,
barring all-out war. Deferments for
undergraduates in college will be

continued. 'Deferments for gra-
duate students will be curtailed,
probably starting in 1968. The

House plan creates a. board to set
guidelines. The Serate' leaves it to
[the President. If the Senate should
prevail on this point, a White House
order changing rules is expected
soon after Congress completes ac-
tion. Nineteen-years-olds not in
college or deferred will go to the
head of their draft board’s lists
for inducticn. Present rules put
thern at the bottom. A lottery to
choose 19-year-olds who must serve
is reither required nor barred by
Congress. The President is left with
{the power to order a shift to a lot-
|tz;:'y system if he wishes. However,
'the House plan would let Congress
veto a lottery within 30 days after
the President ordered one.

Although I would hope that we
may eventually move towards an
all-velunteer serviece, under present
circumstances there wcould appear
to be no alternative 'to a continua-
tior. of the Selective Service Sys-
tem. Therefore, I voted for S. 1432
and it was passed by a vote of 362

QUESTION: What kinds of home;
health services are covered by:
medicare? How can I find out if:
there is a home health agency in
my city certified under medicare

prescribes?

Ebenefit covers a number of ser-
vices for the patient who is con-
fined to his home by illness or in-
jury. These services are covered by
both hospital and medical insur-
ance if they are ordered by a doc-
itor and if they are furnished by a
home health agency participating
in medicare.

| The same kinds of home health |

services are covered under both
_hospital and medical insurance, and
_include:

e Pari-time nursing care

e Physical therapy (In order to
be covered as a home health ser-
vice, physical therapy must be per-
formed by a qualified physical
therapist who is provided or ar«
ranged for by the home health
agency.) :

e Medical social services

e Part-time services
health aides :

wheelchairs 'and hospital beds

Some of the services which are
NOT covered are full-time nursing
care, personal comfort items, house-
keeping services, drugs and biolo-

Medical Insurance Home Health
Benefit

Medical insurance will help pay
for up to 100 home health visits in
each calendar year. These are the
same services you get under hos-
pital insurance, but you do not
have to be hospitalized first to get.
them. Your doctor arranges for
these services and sets up a plan
for them.

Medical insurance pays &0 percent
of the reasonable costs for covered
home health services after you
meet the $50 deductible each year.
The home health agency bills you
for the remainirg 20 percent and
any part of the $50 deductible you
have not paid.

Under both hospital and medical
insurance, the home health agency

Physicians’ services in the

Home Health Agencies in Your
Community

Your doctor or your social se-
curity office can tell you if there
is a home health agency in your
community that is certified to par-
ticipate in medicare. Also, in many
metropolitan areas the local health
and welfare organization has an
information and referral service
which can tell you about the com-
munity’s home health agencies.

Organized home health care is a
relatively rew concept. As late as
1963, not more than 250 agencies
in the Nation would have met the
medicare definition of a home
health agency. Today, however, a
total of 1,800 have been certified.
To date, 173,000 medicare patients
have begun receiving home health
care; the actual number of visits
is, of course, much larger than this.

At the present time, there are

still some towns and cities that
have no home health agencies at
all. But it is hoped that the avail-
ability of medicare to help pay for
this kind of care, as well as in-
creased recognition of the need for
this service, will speed their deve-
lopment.
It is a paradox that in some com-
munities that ‘do have home health
agencies, they are not being fully
utilized. Where  this situation exists,
it is usually because of public and
professional lack of awareness of
the home health services that are
available, - .

The Department of Health, Edu-
cation, ard Welfare, through the
Public Health Service, is providing
grants for establishing additional
home health agencies. The Social
Security Administration, the Pub-
lic Health Service, and State and
local health departments are also
working with home health agencies
to stimulate community under-
standing of their services. More-
over, the American. Medical Asso-
ciation has instituted a program
aimed at assisting physicians in
using these agencies more effective-
ly and at promoting local medical
society leadership in expanding and
improving home health services.
