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War Chest Agencies
Serve Public In
Many Ways

Obtaining birth certificates
and citizeship papers for
would-be war workers is one of
the services of Citizens’ Bureau,
Legal Aid Society, and Urban
League—three War Chest
Agencies.

Citizenship classes are con-
ducted regularly by the Citi-
zens’ Bureau in libraries,
schools, and other central lo-
cations all over the city. These
prepare foreign-born to take
the examinations required for
final papers. At the present
time enrollment is close to
1,000. j

Special classes for night
shift workers are held Monday
and Tuesday mornings at the
Citizens” Bureau, M a r shall
Building, on the Public Square.
There are between 40 and 50
workers in each of these
classes, according to Mr. Geo.
A. Green, Director.

Help in obtaining proof of
birth is another of the Bur-
eaus’ services, according to Mr.
Green, as well as furnishing in-
formation on citizenship and
immigration and adjusting
complaints, .

The Legal Aid Society, Old
Fidelity Building, helps lo-
cate birth certificates and simi-
lar information, as well as pro-
viding other types of legal as-
sistance.

At Urban League, 8311 Quin-
cy Avenue, most of the de-
mands are for help in estab-
lishing proof of birth, accord-
ing to George R, Washington,
Director. Since this service was
started close to a year ago,
from 15600 to 2000 persons have
been aided in this way.

Many of those who seek this
help do so in connection with
opportunities for work which
reach them through the Urban
League employment service.
Representatives of the agency
consult with employers to find
new opportunities for colored
workers, and then help in their
placement.

During the past year over
2500 persons have found jobs
through this placement serv-
ice, Anyone desiring to register
with these bureaus or to have
help in establishing proof of
birth can do so by applying at
these War Chest Agencies,

Women! Your Socks
Can Sock the Axis!

“American women who turn
in discarded hosiery to collec-
tion centers established in re-
tail stores throughout the na-
tion are performing a vital war
service,” Dan T. Moore, Direc-
tor of the Fifth Region of the
Office of Civilian Defense, de-
clared today in calling public at-
tention to the Government's
hosiery salvage campaign.

“One of the prime functions

of Civilian Defense is to back
up the country’'s armed forces,
and contributing discarded ho-
siery is as important as donat-
ing scrap metal or household
fats and oils,” Mr, Moore said.
“Silk from women's hosiery is
processed into powder bags nec-
essary for firing large-calibre
guns, and nylon is used for
other war purposes.”
The nation's women can con-
Aribute a tremendous amount of
silk and nylon, Mr. Moore point-
ed out.

The hosiery salvage campaign
started recently by the Conser-
vation Division of the War Pro-
duction Board, is planned in two
parts. The first provides for the
collection of (discarded but
washed hosiery at retail count-
ers in hosiery stores throughout
the nation.,

The second part of the plan
calls for the pooling of these
collections into lots of 100 to
300 pounds for shipment to the
Defense Supplies Corporation in
New York, There silk and nylon
stockings are separated chemi-
cally. The silk is spun into
yarn, and the nylon melted and
solidified into thread.

The Government is not call-
ing for hosiery that is wearable,
nor for articles besides stock-
ings. Only hosiery is wanted.
Neither the donor nor the re-
tailer receives any money for
hosiery salvage.

The sub-committee of the Committee on Life Insurance of
the National Association of Insurance Commissioners, following
its appointment by Chairman Lloyd under date of July 1, 1942,
met in New York on July Tth at the office of Superintendent
Pink, chairman of the sub-committee. Commissioner Blackall of
Connecticut, although not a member, wag present and made
constructive contributions to the sub-committee’s efforts.

The purpose for which the committee was appointed is to
report back to the Life Committee its recommendations concern-
ing uniform war restrictions in life insurance policies. The
consideration of the extent to which the war hazard should enter
into the consideraticn of applications for reinstaternents of lapsed
policies was also referred to us.

Company representatives, including representatives of the
Association of Life Insurance Presidents and the American Life
Convention, were invited to present their views concerning the
aspects of the problem and did so at seme length. Naturally
there were differences of opinion off some of the points involved
between the company men and the sub-committee. This was
likewise the case among committee members and the company
representatives themselves. After considerable thought, study
and discussion we came to a conclusion which was to some extent
a compromise of the views of all, but is in our opinion a fair,
reasonable and workable one.
